Approximately 1,700 persons participated in the ISF/
AOCS World Congress held April 27-May 1, 1980, in the
New York Hilton, making it one of the largest gatherings
of fats and oils specialists during the decade.

There were more than 1,500 technical and spouses’
program registrants from around the world, plus an esti-
mated 150 persons with the 49 organizations participating
in the accompanying exposition.

Session chairmen who provided summary reports on
their technical sessions indicated registrants asked numer-
ous questions of speakers and that attendance remained
strong throughout each session, with exceptions where
sessions extended into the lunch hour or after 4:30 each
evening. As might be expected, analytical methods were of
major interest. Those attending the soap, detergent and
cosmetic sessions said the papers were among the best
heard at recent AQCS national meetings.

One session chairman recommended future AOCS
meetings be structured to provide time for questions and
answers at the conclusion of each session held on a specific
topic.

The large attendance exceeded expectations of meeting
organizers, who initially thought attendance might be in
the 1,300 to 1,400 range. The registration desk ran out of
printed registration forms on Sunday, April 27, and had to
use photocopied forms. On Monday, the supply of plastic
name badge holders was exhausted. Despite the large
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attendance, there were few long lines at the registration
desk.

The opening social event, a wine-tasting mixer on
Sunday, April 27, drew an almost overflow crowd.

president’s committee to welcome international visitors, addressed the plenary
breakfast on Monday, April 28. In her address on ‘“Mankind’s Right to a Guaran-
teed Food Supply,” she outlined the pervasiveness of hunger around the world,
telling those involved in food processing, ‘“The world needs your advanced tech-
nology and structured planning” to avert a food crisis that could have more
impact on the world than an energy shortage. The speaker has been active in
several United Nations committees, particularly those relating to developing
nations.

More than a hundred persons participated in the spouses’ program, which
included a choice of three tours Tuesday morning, all culminating in a luncheon
at Tavern-on-the-Green, a Central Park restaurant,

The Wednesday evening banquet attracted more than 1,000 persons, an all-
time record.

There were two well-received plenary lectures. Dr. James F. Mead, recipient
of the Award in Lipid Chemistry, spoke Monday, April 28, on current and possi-
ble future research in lipids. Dr. Robert Ackman presented the Kaufmann
Memorial Lecture on Tuesday, April 29, on “Potential for More Efficient Meth-
ods for Lipid Analysis.”

Three post-conference tours held Friday, May 2, attracted about two dozen
persons each. There was a cultural tour of the Hudson River Valley with stops at
the U.S. Military Academy at West Point as well as the restored home of early
American author Washington Irving. Concurrently, there were visits to the Na-
bisco production and research and development facilities and the international
Flavor and Fragrance facilities in nearby New Jersey. O
