The Hardening Plant 

What's your question about hydrogenation? 
A panel of specialists recruited by Harshaw's Robert 

Hastert will be prepared to answer your  question during the 
AOCS' 73rd Annual Meeting to be held May 2-6, 1982, in 
Toronto 's  Sheraton Centre. 

"The thrust of  the session is practical rather than theo- 
retical," Hastert explained. "While the panelists are tech- 
nical specialists, we will be trying to learn from their prac- 
tical experience and knowledge." 

The title for the session will be "The Hardening Plant," 
which will include everything from hydrogen manufacture 
and oil preparation through catalyst removal and post- 
bleaching. This will encompass procedures and techniques, 
equipment, safety, automation, energy and analytical con- 
trois, Hastert said. 

The panelists will consider only questions submitted in 
advance. You may submit your question on the form in- 
cluded in this issue of JAOCS, or, if that form has been 
used, mail it on a separate sheet of paper to Robert  C. 
Hastert, Catalyst Department, The Harshaw Chemical 
Company, PO Box 22136, Beachwood, OH 44122. 

"Questions should be as specific as possible so that indi- 
vidual panelists can respond in one to three minutes," 
Hastert said. "The source of questions will not  be identi- 
fied, and we'll have an opportunity for audience comments 
after the panelists finish their remarks." 

Questions will be screened so that they may be com- 
bined, if essentially on the same topic, and then grouped by 
subject areas. This will be the first such session AOCS has 
held in recent years and Hastert hopes it will permit regis- 
trants to obtain answers to specific questions or problems 
they may have. Instead of hoping that a speaker's prepared 
paper will cover the topic in which a registrant is interested, 
this permits registrants to determine the content of  the 
session. Hastert does note that panelists are not expected to 
divulge proprietary information. 

The list of questions to be answered will be distributed 
at the beginning of the session in Toronto,  Hastert said. A 
specific date and time for the session is expected to be 
available early next year. 

Registration materials and housing reservation forms are 
expected to be published in the January 1982 JAOCS. A 
tentative program will be published in the February JAOCS.
