There 
will be 5 dedicated sessions, each consisting of 
papers delivered by invited speakers who are recog- 
nised experts from the leading laboratories in Eu- 
rope. These sessions will not be reviews, but wil l 
provide detailed information on the current position 
of the research in these major areas. Ample time wil l 
be allowed for discussion.

In 1986 the European Society for Biomaterials, in 
conjunction with the Institute of Medical and 
Dental Bioengineering hosted the first Consensus 
Conference on Definitions in Biomaterials in Ches- 
ter. It is appropriate that further definitions should 
now be reviewed and discussed. The ESB is taking 
the opportunity of the 1991 conference to host the 
2nd Consensus Conference at the same venue. 
The conference wil l be held in plenary session. 
Terms will be discussed under a series of general 
headings. The contribution of individual delegates 
wil l be of the utmost importance. At the end of the 
discussion periods, definitions wil l be put to a vote, 
and considered to have achieved a consensus of 
approval if 75% of those present vote in favour.
