An International Symposium on Decomposition of Organometallic Compounds 
to Refractory Ceramics, Metals and Metal Alloys will be sponsored by the Ceramics 
and Graphite Branch, Air Force Materials Laboratory, Wright-Patterson Air Force 
Base, Dayton, Ohio. The meeting consisting of six sessions will take place at the 
Sheraton-Dayton Hotel (formerly Dayton Biltmore), Dayton, Ohio from 28-30

3. Structure analysis by X-ray, IR, TGA, DTA, NMR, UV absorption, illuminescence, 
and mass spectrometry of new and novel organometallic compounds. 
4. Potential applications of the organometallic chemistry in future research and 
development.
