Nominations should include a description of the accomplishments of the nominee that are

relevant to the Outstanding Service Award and at least two supporting letters from individ-

uals knowledgable about the service of the nominee. Nominations for the 2002 award will

be accepted through February 28, 2002.
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2002 Mettler-Toledo Award in Thermal Analysis

The North American Thermal Analysis Society welcomes nominations for the 2002 Mett-

ler-Toledo Award in Thermal Analysis. This prestigous annual award, sponsored by the Mett-

ler-Toledo Instrument Corporation, consists of a certificate, a $2000 honorarium and a travel

allowance to attend the NATAS meeting in Pittsburgh, PA, September 23–25, 2002.

This award recognizes distinguished achievement in the field of thermal analysis, includ-

ing but not restricted to thermogravimetry, differential thermal methods and effluent gas

analysis. The nominee must have performed outstanding work in the utilization, creation

or refinement of thermal techniques of generally wide interest and impact.

The nomination packet should include a letter of nomination describing the accomplishments

of the nominee that reflect outstanding contributions in the field of thermal analysis as defined

above, a complete professional vita for the nominee, two letters of support from individuals fa-

miliar with the field and the nominee’s contributions, relevant publications, and other pertinent

supporting material. Nominations will be accepted through February 28, 2002.

Perkin Elmer Student Award

The Perkin Elmer Student Award recognizes the best original contribution by a graduate

student to the advancement of the field of thermal analysis, broadly defined, as presented

in a technical paper of no more than six pages.

Sponsored by the Perkin Elmer Corporation the award consists of a $500 honorarium, an

appropriate plaque and travel expenses/lodging/registration to enable the student to pres-

ent his/her paper during the NATAS meeting to be held in Pittsburgh, PA, September
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23–25, 2002. The award is open to any graduate student who is enrolled in a masters or

doctoral program at a North American University. Nominations should come from re-

search mentors or others familiar with the quality of the student’s work and should consist

of a letter of nomination detailing the nature of the work and including the name, mailing

address, e-mail address and telephone number of the student and a 100-word abstract of

the paper to be submitted for evaluation. Nominations will be accepted through February

28, 2002. Qualifying students will be asked to provide, by March 30, 2002, a six-page pa-

per in NATAS Proceedings format. Only one paper may be submitted by each participant

for a given year’s award, but there is no restriction on the number of years a student may

participate while eligible.
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
