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A surprisingly large number of individual determinations are described, 
considering the modest size of the volume, and are given in sufficient 
detail to serve as a needed reminder to one who has previously used the 
methods. The very short account of the theory of indicators entirely 
ignores the important work of the last five years, which has for the first 
time cleared up the main questions involved. 

The work is very suitable for use in conjunction with thorough class 
instruction and may be welcomed as filling a field not yet satisfactorily 
occupied by other treatises comparable with it in size. There is no index, 
but only a tolerably full table of contents. L. W. ANDREWS. 
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
