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behavior of cyanogen chloride towards sodium alcoholate and showed 
that they combine, giving diethyl iminocarbonate HN: C(OC2H5)2. He 
states: "Die wirklichen Ester der normalen Cyansaure sind bislang nicht 
bekannt." See also Beilstein's "Handbuch" (Erganzungsband), Vol. I, 
p. 719, and Richter's "Organische Chemie," Vol. I, p. 510 (edition of 1909). 

The author believes that a satisfactory knowledge of organic chemistry 
cannot be acquired from a text-book alone and recommends a large amount 
of laboratory work. This is a commendable view. In order to aid the 
instructor in directing experimental work a series of preparations is ap­
pended to each chapter of the book.
