A sampling of the chapters includes “Laboring in the
Vineyard of Physical Chemistry” by Benjamin Widom, an auto-
biography of his research in “kinetics, thermodynamics, and
statistical mechanics”; “Hydrated Acid Clusters” by Kenneth
Leopold; and “Roaming Radicals” by Joel Bowman and Benjamin
Shepler, to name a few. A Cumulative Index of Contributing
Authors, Volumes 58�62 and a Cumulative Index of Chapter
Titles, Volumes 58�62 complete the book.
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
