N the  l i fe  of an o rgan iza t i on  

such as  ours,  a t  f i rs t  t he re  is 
a necess i ty  fo r  an in t ens ive  

s t u d y  of  va r ious  methods  of ana ly -  
ses, r e su l t i ng  in the  f o r m a t i o n  
of commi t t ees  to  s tudy  these  meth-  
ods. As  t ime  goes on, the  com- 
m i t t e e s  will  solve the  problems  on 
which  t hey  a r e  work ing  or  else 
will  encoun te r  an a p p a r e n t l y  un- 
solvable problem.  Our  Socie ty  has  
advanced  to th i s  l a t t e r  s tage ,  as  
w i tnes s  the  resu l t s  of the  Smal ley  
F o u n d a t i o n  Work  and the va r ious  
commi t t ees  whose work  has  been 
completed.  The ref in ing commi t tee  
had  a p p a r e n t l y  encounte red  an un- 
solvable  problem unt i l  Mr. Cluff 
solved the problem,  as  his  r e p o r t  
a t  t h i s  mee t i ng  will  indica te .  How- 
ever,  the  fac t  t h a t  our  Socie ty  has  
solved some p rob lems  does not  
mean  t ha t  t he re  a re  none l e f t  w i th  
which  to grapple .  I t  is necessa ry  
fo r  us ca re fu l ly  to go over  the  field 
we have covered and de t e rmine  
w h a t  p rob lems  we have not  s tudied,  
as  well as  decide upon the  p rob lems  
which  r equ i re  f u r t h e r  i nves t iga -  
t ion.  

I m m e d i a t e l y  a f t e r  the  a d j o u r n -  
men t  of our  l a s t  annua l  m e e t i n g  
the  I n t e r s t a t e  Cot ton Seed Crush-  
e r s '  Assoc ia t ion ,  t h r o u g h  Mr. J a s -  
spon, asked  for  i n f o r m a t i o n  r e g a r d -  
ing  the  r e l a t ion  of the  f ree  f a t t y  
ac id  conten t  of  co t tonseed  to the  
qua l i ty  of the  oil which  could be 
p roduced  f rom the  seed. Th is  in-  
f o r m a t i o n  was  des i r ed  in o r d e r  to 
f o r m u l a t e  t r a d i n g  rules  cover ing  
the  b u y i n g  of  cot tonseed.  The  
p r e s en t  rules  cover ing  th i s  r a t h e r  
i m p o r t a n t  sub jec t  a re  on a ve ry  
unscient i f ic  basis .  I t  is h igh ly  de- 

s i rab le  t h a t  the  pu rchase  of cot ton-  
seed be sub jec ted  to more  sc ien t i -  
fic control  so as  to reduce  the  spec- 
u la t ive  e lement  to  a m i n i m u m .  I 
appo in ted  Mr. R. K. Brodie  as 
c h a i r m a n  of  a commi t tee  to work  
out  a me thod  fo r  the  d e t e r m i n a t i o n  
of the  f r ee  f a t t y  acid  of cot ton-  
seed and de t e rmine  the  re la t ion  of 
the  f ree  f a t t y  acid  content  to  the  
qua l i ty  of the  oil t h a t  could be 
produced  f rom the  seed. Mr.  Bro-  
die and  his  commi t tee  a re  to  be 
commended fo r  the  p romptnes s  and 
completeness  of t h e i r  inves t iga t ion .  

W i t h  the  ref in ing commi t tee  ap-  
p a r e n t l y  conf ron ted  wi th  an un- 
solvable p rob lem in t r y i n g  to so 
s t a n d a r d i z e  our  ref in ing tes t  t h a t  
d i f fe ren t  ope ra to r s  would ob ta in  
concordan t  resul ts ,  I appo in ted  Mr. 
Claude E. McLean  as  c h a i r m a n  of 
a commi t tee  to s tudy  the  de t e rmi -  
na t ion  of ne u t r a l  oil in co t tonseed  
oil w i th  the  idea of  w o r k i n g  out  a 
more  scientif ic method  of de t e rmin -  
ing  the  value of cot tonseed oil. 

A color s t a n d a r d  was  adopted  fo r  
cot tonseed cake and meal a t  the  
l as t  annua l  me e t i ng  of the  I n t e r -  
s t a t e  Cotton Seed Crushe r s '  Asso-  
c ia t ion.  I appo in ted  Mr. R. K. 

B r o d i e  c h a i r m a n  of a commi t tee  
to work  out  a p rocedure  fo r  mak-  
ing  the  color compar i son  be tween  
the  sample  and the  color s t anda rd .  
The t r a d e  was in a r a t h e r  demor-  
a l ized condi t ion  wi th  r e spec t  to 
g r a d i n g  the  color of cake and meal  
due to lack of a me thod  fo r  mak-  
ing  the  color compar ison .  W i t h  
his  usual  p romptness ,  Mr. Brod ie  
ea r ly  in the  season r epo r t ed  on a 
method  fo r  m a k i n g  the  color com- 
par i son .  This  method  whi le  no t  
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adopted as official relieved the sit-  
uat ion.  

Several years  ago a set of red 
Lovibond glasses was delivered to 
the Bureau of S tandards  for  the 
purpose of hav ing  the i r  exact color 
value and re la t ionship  one with an- 
other  de termined so as to afford a 
means  of s t anda rd iz ing  the glasses 
in use in the indust ry .  This  work 
has finally been completed so tha t  
this  coming year we will be in a 
posit ion to s tandardize  glasses. 
Probably  the simplest  method of 
procedure would be for the Society 
to sell certified glasses, having  
these glasses made by some Ameri-  
can m a n u f a c t u r e r  ra the r  than  to 
depend upon a fore ign source. A 
successful work ing  out of a means  
of providing the t rade with cert i-  
fied color glasses, together  with 
this  year ' s  work of the ref ining 
committee will do more towards re- 
ducing f r ic t ion  in oil t rades and 
e levat ing the s t and ing  of chemists  
than  any other th ing  we could ac- 
complish. 

In  order to reduce to a m i n i m u m  

t r ad ing  rules occurr ing in the 
methods of analyses used in the 
cottonseed oil indus t ry ,  Mr. Cluff 
was appointed cha i rman  of a com- 
mit tee  to rewri te  the rules. 

Dr. Batt le  hav ing  last year  won 
the Smalley Founda t ion  cup for  
the th i rd  t ime, became the perma-  
nen t  holder of it. He very graci-  
ously donated another  cup to the 
Society, which cup will be present-  
ed tomorrow n igh t  to the winner .  

The work of a pres ident  consists  
main ly  in ac t ing  as a coord ina t ing  
force in ca r ry ing  on the work of 
the Society. The real work is done 
by the members  of the var ious  
committees.  I t  is these men whom 
I wish to thank  personally and in 
the name of the Society for  the i r  
earnest ,  thorough work. 

I also wish to thank  the Proc te r  
& Gamble Company for the i r  cour- 
tesy in al lowing the Society to 
have so much work done in the i r  
laboratories.
