t ice  in many  ref iner ies .  
The type  of pape r  used va r ies  

wi th  the  condi t ions  under  which i t  
is  used and the  purpose  which  
p r o m p t s  i ts  use. 

Purposes of Use of Filter Paper 

In  genera l ,  f i l ter  p a p e r  is used 
fo r  two wide ly  v a r y i n g  pu rposes :  

1 - - T o  pro tec t  f i l ter  cloths f r o m  
the  film of  oxidized oil p r in -  
c ipal ly  in the  f i l t ra t ion  of l in-  
seed and o the r  d r y i n g  oils. 

2 - - T o  obta in  an oil of c rys t a l  
c l a r i t y  and spark le  fo r  the  
h ighes t  class of  t rade .  

F i l t e r  P a p e r  has  been used by  
L inseed  Oil Ref iners  fo r  y e a r s  in 
the  usual  type  of p la te  and  f r a m e  
press .  The shee ts  a r e  usua l ly  
someth ing  over  twice  the  l eng th  of 
the  p la tes  so t h a t  t hey  can be 
t h rown  over the  f r a m e  a n d  cover 
each side.  F o r  example ,  a 24-inch 
p ress  will  r equ i r e  shee ts  26 x 52 
inches.  

The  type  of pape r  used fo r  th i s  
work  fo r  y e a r s  was  a heavy  wool 
fe l t  p a p e r  s im i l a r  to roofing or  
floor cover ing  base  bu t  made  more  
ca re fu l ly  and  w i th  a much more  
comprehens ive  g r a d i n g  of rags .  
Recent ly ,  however ,  a wh i t e  pape r  
of  s imi l a r  c h a r a c t e r  has  become 
more  popula r  p robab ly  because  t he  
whi te  pape r  does not  i m p a r t  color 
to oil even when  the  oil is le f t  
s t a n d i n g  in contac t  w i th  i t  fo r  a 
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pape r  for  r a w  and boi led oils, 
o the r s  use the  one g r a d e  for  both  
types .  

F o r  c l a r i f y i n g  oils w h e r e  pro tec-  
t ion of  the  f i l ter  cloths is not  the  
f i rs t  cons idera t ion ,  o the r  types  of  
f i l ter  p a p e r  a re  demanded.  

The  type  of pape r  in such cases 
is a pu re  whi te  p a p e r  made  of l inen 
and cot ton r ags  and wi th  a c reped 
su r f ace  such as  is seen on p a p e r  
napkins .  

The  we igh t  usua l ly  used va r i e s  
be tween  seventy  and one h u n d r e d  
f o r t y  g r a m s  pe r  square  mete r ,  equi- 
va len t  to a we igh t  pe r  t housand  
sheets  n ine teen  by  t w e n t y - f 0 u r  
inches of  f rom 50 to 90 pounds.  

Occasional ly  heav ie r  p a p e r s  a re  
used and  somet imes  pape r s  w i th  a 
small  pe rcen tage  of woodpulp  a r e  
p re fe r r ed ,  bu t  these  a r e  except ions .  

The  Olive Oil I n d u s t r y  ab road  
has  fo r  yea r s  employed a special  
t ype  of f i l ter  p r e s s  r e q u i r i n g  a 
special  F r e n c h  fi l ter  paper .  A t  the  
p re sen t  t ime  t h e r e  a r e  t h r e e  in-  
s t a l l a t ions  of  th i s  t ype  in the  
Un i t ed  Sta tes ,  all, appa ren t ly ,  giv-  
ing  excel lent  resul ts .  

One of  the  d rawbacks  to  the  use 
of F i l t e r  P a p e r  has  been the  diffi- 
cul ty  in ob t a in ing  reasonab ly  smal l  
quan t i t i e s  f r o m  t h e  a ve r a ge  p a p e r  
mill .  Most  mil ls  wil l  not  make  less 
t han  a ton at  one t ime  and the 
ave rage  ref iner  r equ i res  poss ib ly  
one f o u r t h  of t h a t  q u a n t i t y  a t  a 
t ime.  The  use of  f i l ter  p a p e r  has  
b roadened  du r ing  the  pas t  few 
years ,  however ,  and  i t  is  not  nec-
