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A m e r i c a n  Oi l  C h e m i s t s  S o c i e t y  M e e t i n g

S 
INCE the meeting in May at  

which I had the honor of 
b e i n g  elected President ,  

there have been several events 
which are of considerable impor- 
tance to the Society. The most 
important  has been the establish- 
ment of a Research Associate at  
the Bureau of Standards.  

Color Glass S tandard iza t ion  

In 1912 Dr. Smalley of the 
Southern Cotton Oil Company and 
Dr. Pr ies t  of the Bureau of Stand- 
ards s tar ted  cooperative work with 
the idea of el iminat ing the differ- 
ences in reading colors. Since then 
possibly $50,000 has been spent in 
developing various ins t ruments  for  
the reading of colors, one of which 
in par t icular  is the Color Analyzer 
which is being sold by Keuffel & 
Esser. This instrument,  while a 
beautiful  piece of scientific appara-  
tus, expresses colors with a group 
of figures ra ther  than one figure. 
In Cotton oil par t icular ly  and also 
in the several other Vegetable oils, 
premiums are paid or claims are 
made on the basis of the red con- 
tent  of the oil, and so far  there 
has been no ins t rument  developed 
which has replaced the Lovibond 
system sat is fac tor i ly  by giving its 
readings in one unit. We have 
therefore s tandardized the instru-  
ment to be used for  the Lovibond 
glasses and have endeavored to 
purchase glasses which also would 
be standard,  but the Lovibond 
glasses can not be purchased in 
s tandard sets, nor are the glasses 
uniformly and correctly labelled. 

Although for  the last two or 
three years, the Bureau of Stand- 

ards under Dr. Pr ies t  has been de- 
veloping actual s tandards  for  the  
Lovibond glasses, heretofore there  
has been no actual scientific value 
for these glasses. This work is 
finished and now the Bureau has 
available the appara tus  for  check- 
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mg our glasses, but it  does not have 
the personnel. No appropr ia t ion  
would be available until af ter  July 
1st, 1928, and in order that  there  
may be no fur ther  delay, the Gov- 
erning B(mrd has engaged Miss 
Walker as research associate at  the 
Bureau to investigate "The Uni- 
formity of the Lovibond Glasses ii~ 
Use at  the Present  Time." To 
do this work i t  will of course be 
necessary for her to grade all the 
glasses submitted. At  present  she 
is developing a method of compar- 
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ing the  g lasses  r ap id ly  and will  
soon be able to s t a r t  ac tual  work  
on the  glasses.  

Mr. A. W. Pu t land ,  Chief  Chem- 
i s t  of the  P o r t s m o u t h  Cotton Oil 
Refining Corpora t ion ,  is the  repre-  
sen ta t ive  of the  Socie ty  in charge  
of th is  work  and will  receive all 
the g lasses  which  a re  to be sub- 
mi t t ed  to Miss  Walker .  She will  
r epo r t  to him the ac tua l  values de- 
t e rmined  in he r  r e sea rch  and the  
Socie ty  will then  issue A.O.C.S. 
cer t i f icates  fo r  the  value  of  each 
glass. The cost  of th is  work  to the  
member s  will  be $1.50 pe r  glass .  

Fall Meeting 
Anothe r  development  has  been 

the a r r a n g e m e n t  fo r  th is  fal l  meet -  
ing  in New York. The Cons t i tu -  
t ion and By-Laws  provide  t ha t  the  
Annua l  Mee t ing  shall  be held in the  
S p r i n g  of  the  y e a r  wi th  the  elec- 
t ion of  officers and  the  t r a n s a c t i o n  
of any  o ther  bus iness  b rough t  be-  
fore the  meet ing.  They  also pro-  
vide tha t  be tween the  Annua l  
meet ings ,  the  Govern ing  Board  of  
the Socie ty  has  ful l  power  to  act.  
This  Mee t ing  here  today  is not  pro-  
vided fo r  by the Cons t i tu t ion  and 
By-Laws,  and  is more  of a ge t - to-  
ge the r  fo r  the  member s  of the  
N o r t h e r n  Sect ion of  the  Socie ty  
who are  not  able to spare  the  t ime  
to a t t end  the  annua l  mee t ings .  
I t  does not  seem p rope r  t h a t  t h i s  
mee t ing  should t r a n s a c t  any  busi-  
ness, bu t  any  r ecommenda t ions  or  
ideas developed can b3 p resen ted  
to the  Govern ing  Board  fo r  ac t ion  
immedia t e ly  if  necessa ry  or  can be 
s u b m i t t e d  to  the  Annua l  Mee t ing  
of the  Socie ty  next  Spr ing .  

C o m m i t t e e  O r g a n i z a t i o n  
There  has  also been cons iderab le  

work r eo rgan i z ing  the  Commi t tees  
and o rgan iz ing  new ones. Due to 
press  of  business ,  Mr. Hoy t  of  the  
L a r k i n  Company was compelled to 

res ign  as  C h a i r m a n  of  the  De te r -  
gen t  Commit tee  and some of the  
members  fe l t  t h a t  i t  was not  pos- 
sible to c a r r y  the  work  t h r o u g h  to 
a successful  conclusion. They  
the re fo re  fe l t  t h a t  the  m a t t e r  
.~hould be d iscussed by  the  Commit -  
tee before  re -o rgan iza t ion .  The 
consensus of the  repl ies  f r o m  the  
member s  to th i s  sugges t ion  was  
tha t  while i t  was  doubt fu l  t h a t  suc- 
cessful  resu l t s  could be obta ined,  
i t  was necessa ry  to c a r r y  the  work  
th rough  to a conclusion even i f  i t  
took severa l  years .  I bel ieve t ha t  
every  member  of  the  C o m m i t t e e  
answered  the i nqu i ry  on th i s  sub- 
ject.  Mr. Guernsey  of the  Cowles- 
De t e rgen t  Co. accepted the  Chai r -  
mansh ip  and Mr. Howell  of the  
same Company the Vice -Cha i rman-  
ship  of th is  Commit tee ,  the  idea 
being t h a t  i t  was  be t t e r  to have 
two men in cha rge  because  of  the  
large  amount  of work  en ta i led  in 
the Cha i rmansh ip .  

There  has  also been a new Com- 
mi t t ee  o rgan ized  to work  on Olive 
Oil under  the  C h a i r m a n s h i p  of  Dr. 
L. M. Roeg of  Worces te r ,  Mass.,  
and also one on Corn Oil unde r  the  
Cha i rmansh ip  of Mr. M. M. Durkee  
of A. E. S ta ley  Mfg.  Co. There  
is also a new A m m o n i a  Commit tee  
under  Mr. R. M. Chapman to de- 
velop the  presence of added  Am- 
monia  Sal t s  in F e r t i l i z e r s  such as, 
Cot ton Meal, and  the re  is be ing  
fo rmed  a Commit tee  on Linseed  
Oil under  the  C h a i r m a n s h i p  of  Mr. 
B. H. T h u r m a n  of the  A m e r i c a n  
Linseed  Co.

This cloth may be washed white  

by five commercial washings.  I t  
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:is mechanically prepared, and the 
personal equation is largely elim- 
inated. No measurement  of resi- 
dual soil is necessary. 

Samples of this  cloth have been 
sent to the various collaborators 
and their  comment and opinion re- 
quested. A fu r the r  adjus tment  of 
the soil composition may be advis- 
able to bet ter  meet laboratory  
washing conditions, but this  may 
easily be accomplished. 

The Chairmen undertook this 
work single-handed, as a means of 
speeding up progress  on what  is 
considered the most troublesome 

problem. F rom a considerable 
number of pract ical  tests in com- 
mercial laundries, i t  is thei r  opin- 
ion that  the ideas incorporated in 
this cloth yield a s tandard  closely 
approaching the ideal. Volunteers 
have been called for  to work out 
a new machine for  laboratory 
washing. I f  this  phase of the work 
does not yield tangible progress  
within a reasonable period an ef- 
fort  will be made to a r range  paral-  
lel w~shin~ t~sts in commerciM 
"pony" washers.
