Tolman, president in 1922, who died on 
April 29, 1949; and G. G. Fox, president in 1915, 
who died in May, 1949. 

D I;I~ING the year there have been a number of 
firsts which have occurred, most of which had 

their origin and development in previous administra- 
tions. It  might be well to review them briefly. At 
the last annual meeting the new Constitution and By- 
laws were adopted and immediately became effective. 
The membership and fiscal years were changed to co- 
incide with the calendar year, on which the Journal  
year had been based. I t  seemed best to make the com- 
plete transition at once and members were asked to 
pay for the balance of 1948 to December 31, 1949. 
Possibly due to the increased billing and to tile cou- 
fnsion which resulted fronl the change, the number 
of members dropped for non-paynlent of dues, in ad- 
dition to deaths and resignations, constituted a rather 
large percentage. I t  is to be hoped that  it was not 
due to failure on the par t  of the Society in fulfilling 
its obligations to these men. The effect of the change 
in membership year has been to freeze the dues to the 
end of 1949. IIowever, in view of the incremsed costs 
of materials, printing, rent, supplies, in fact every- 
thing connected with the Society, it will be necessary 
for the incoming Board to give the matter of dues and 
Journal  subscriptions considerable thought. 

In August  1948, as a result of the efforts of the Ed- 
ucation Committee for several years, the Society 
cooperated with the University of Illinois to give the 
first summer course. This has been considered ex- 
tremely successful. The final enrollment was several 
times what had been forecast as the original capacity. 
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The  group nmking  news  these  days is the Oil  Color Com- 
mit tee :  seated G. W. Agee,  cha irman,  Franeis  Seof ie ld ,  
and Proeter T b o m s o n ;  s t a n d i n g - - W .  H. Sehmidt ,  R. C. 
St i l lman,  IL T. S p a m m t h ,  F. R. Earle,  M. W. Formo,  Dan 
Lee I lenry,  and V. C. Mehlenbaeher  

The experiment is being continued fu r the r  by a second 
meetincz at the Univers i ty  of Illinois. which will he 
held this summer. Several other eolleges have asked 
for cooperation in similar courses. 1 might  mention 
tha t  the Texas A & M College has anmmneed the o f  
ganizatimt of a pe rmanen t  institute of Oil Seed Teeh- 
nolo~y lhrough the cooperation of the various techni- 
cal depar tments  and faculties. I t  is to be hoped that  
other universities will set up more courses to eover 
the fundamenta ls  of ehemistry and engineering ap- 
plied to the teelmology of fats  since such courses will 
reach the undergradua te  or g radua te  students in a 
much better  manner  than the short sulnmer course. 

There has heen a demand for eooperative work ill 
the analysis of animal  fats, using A. O. C. S. reel,hods. 
As lhe result a Subcommittee of the 8malley Founda-  
tion has been set up un<ter the <:hairmanship of W. t ' .  
Ault, head of the Oil and F a t  Division, of the Eas tern  
[~egional Research lmboratory.  Two samples have 
been sent out this 5"ear as a prel iminary.  The program 
will be continued next year,  with a full  set of samples. 

Twenty-one years  ago last year  tile Firs t  Fall Meet- 
ing was held in New York. Since that  t ime the Fal l  
Meeling has been continued without in te r rupt ion  and 
with a growth in the interest, at tendance, and number  
and quali ty of papers  to be presented. This year  the 
Fall  Meeting was again held in New York, with a rec- 
ord at tendanee and so nlany papers  available tha t  it 
was necessary to have two simultaneous technical ses- 
:sions on four half  days. At  this meeting the Govern- 
ing Board felt that possibly other sections of the coun- 
t ry  should be favored with a meeting of the Society. 
As a result the 1!)50 Annual  Meeting will be held in 
At lanta  and tile 1950 ~al l  ~[eeting in San Francisco. 

T I I E  war should have brought  home to everyone the 
importance of the fat  industry.  When the war  cut 

off ahnost entirely the importa t ion of palm, coconut, 
pahn kernel, tung, and marine oils, not to mention 
several other impor tant  ones, the general public felt 
some inconvenience due to allocating and rationing. 
However,  it is doubtful  if the public generally realizes 
the importance of the fat  industry  to our daily life

and eeononlics. It certainly would have been a calam- 
ity for  us at home, our Army and Navy  as well as our 
allies, if since the last war  lhe soybean oil indus t ry  
had not been developed almost exa(',tly at the center 
of populat ion of continental  U. S. I am not going 
to burden you with statistics, hut  I might  I)oint out 
that  in 1923 the domestic produetion of soybean oil 
was 1,404,000 pounds, and the imports  were 41,679,000 
pounds. In 1945, the domestic product ion has pyra-  
mided to 1,391,650.000 pounds with impor ts  less than 
500 pounds. Also dur ing  this period a small hilt pro- 
duetive tung  oil industry  has been s tar ted in the 
country.  

In addition, inlprovements  had been made in the 
teehnoh)gy of handl ing oil-bearing materials,  such as 
harvesting,  storing of seed, oil milling ( improved ex- 
pellers and extract ion p lants) ,  inlprovements in refin- 
ing. hlehtding conti lmous centr i fugal  refining, all 
ten<ling to increase the yield of fat  and improvement  
of quality. In  the inedible field eontinuous fa t  split- 
ting, improved distillation, towel" d ry ing  of soaps, and 
innnmerable other iml)rovements in ehemi.stry and 
engineering were developed between the two wars. 
Also in this period synthetie detergents  to an enor- 
mous volume had been developed and nlarkete<t. For  
example, 184 million pounds in 1945, probably  over 
500 milliml pounds in 1948. Not only in this inter-war 
period was the extensive expansion, researeh, and de- 
velopment  carried on by industry,  but the four  U. S. 
Regional Laborator ies  and the U. S. Soybean Research 
Labora tory  were established and began p laying  a very  
impor tan t  role in researeh on almost all types  of do- 
mestic fats  am1 oils. The growth of the Society dur ing 
the same period has reflected to a great  extent the 
growth of the industry.  By  May, 1945, the 1,000th 
lnember was aunouneed;  in J a n u a r y ,  1949, the 
1,700th ; and dur ing  1950, the 2,000th will, in all prob- 
ability, be attained. I suggest you refer  to the presi- 
dential address of 1-1,. g.  King, Oil and Soap, J lme,  
1946, in reference to Society growth. On the brochure 
that  is dis t r ibuted to prospective members  is a list of 
the ramifications of the fa t  indus t ry  on which the 
Society is based. There are 36 distinct elassifieations, 
some of which, I will admit,  have some overlappil~' .  
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V. C. Mehlenbacher ,  i n c o m i n g  president ,  takes a l ook  at

A LL of this leads up to the last point which [ wish 
to make. ['hat is, indust ry  will require more and 

more technieally t ra ined men in the future.  Tile 
grea ter  nmnber  of these will be college-trained men. 
Last  year  a survey showed college membership (fae- 
ul ty  or student)  in tile Society was poor, even in the 
states which were large producers  of fat  or in which 
large amounts  of fa ts  {it fat  products  were used in 
nlanufactnre.  In addition, there were surpr is ingly  
malay of the colleges and universities in these states 
that  did not have the Journa l  regular ly  available at 
the l ibrary.  The effort to s t imulate college interest 
has been eontirlued this year  by Mr. Mehlenbaeher 's  
Menlbership Committee, with a substantial  increase 
in both new college members  and subscribers, but  the 
list is f a r  too small a percentage of the possibilities. 
The Journal  sh(lu](t be available 1o as many  as l)ossi- 
ble of the s tudents  now being trained an(t those who 
will be t rained in the future.  To this end every col- 
lege of any inlportance shouhl have tile Journa l  ill its 
l ibrary.  In  addition, the Journa l  should be in more 
public libraries. The repor t  for 1948 of the Audi t  
Bureau  of Circulation for the Journa l  shows that  only 
1.04% of the total American delivery of the Journa l  
was to a.ssoeiations or public libraries. 

Since the major i ty  of you are, college almnni and 
almost all of you citizens of some city, and all of you 
cmlnot actively serve on some eommittee, 1 know of no 
bet ter  service that  eaeh of you could give to the So- 
ciety than to make an effort to see that  the Journa l  
is at  least in the l ibrary  of your  college and is received 
by  your  ilublic l ibrary.  This will not only s t rengthen 
the fu ture  of tile fa t  and oil indnst ry  of the count ry  
in all of its various phases but  will also aid the Soci- 
ety finaneially and otherwise.

Tech- 
nical Bulletin 77 shows constants and compositions of 
23 vegetable oils, plus all eomnlercially available ani- 
mal and marine fats  and oils. In addition to contain- 
ing the mean analysis of each product,  it also shows 
the range of analysis. 

With the widening range of uses for f a t ty  acids, the 
chart  is designed to furnish easily accessible informa- 
tion to manufac tu re r s  of liquid and solid soaps, syn- 
thetic detergents,  insecticides, cosmetics, waxes and 
polishes, metal cleaners, disinfectants, and many  other 
similar products.

India Seeks Aid 

T I IE  South India  Soap Makers '  Association, which 
has published the magazine, Soap, since January ,  
1948, has asked permission f rom tile Society to 

rei)rint a r tMes  f rom the Journal .  In  addition, tile 
Association enlphasizes tha t  foreign capital is being 
invited by  Iudian tirms. Pr ime Minister Pandi t  
Jawahar la l  Nehru in a recent s tatement  assured for- 
eign investors that  they will be welcomed in India 
and that  no discrimination what , )ever  will be made 
against them. 

For  example, one industrial  firm engaged in the 
manufac ture  of toilet and washing soaps, cosmeties 
and cocoanut oil, is seeking foreign aid with a view 
to fu r the r  expansion on all al l -India basis. They list 
their  capital  as exceeding Rs. 1,000,000 and in the 
exparlsion plans a capital outlay of 5 to ]0 million 
rul)ees. This firnl is willing to ('onsider reasonable 
offers of merger  with j(lint management.
