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Report of the Advertising Committee 
1948-1949 

F ROM May 1948 up to Apri l  1948 a total  of 65 
advert isers  used display space in the Journal .  Of 
this number  43 are current ly  using space on a 

regular  basis. The decrease in number  of advert isers  
was pr incipal ly  due to some companies only using a 
1- or 2-time insertion dur ing the year,  apparen t ly  as 
an experiment.  F i f teen new advert isers  were added 
dur ing  the year.  

I t  is extremely interest ing to note the growth of 
advert is ing space and dollar volume over the past  
few years. For  the calendar year  1948, a total  space 
of 323 pages was used and a total  dollar revenue of 
$32,961.21 was received. Compared to the calendar 
year  1947, this is a 91~% increase in space and a 
20% increase in dollar volume. I f  we compare 1948 
use of advert is ing space and dollar volume with 1944 
we see that  dur ing 1944 only 1021~ pages of space 
were sold with a revenue of $8,067.98. This represents  
an increase of over 300% advert is ing space with a 
dollar volume of over 400% increase. The significant 
figure here, however, is the increase growth in ad- 
vert is ing space ra ther  than  the dollar volume as all 
advert is ing dollar volumes have great ly  increased dur- 
ing the past  few years  due to higher costs, etc. I t  is 
the opinion of the advert is ing committee tha t  this 
growth over the past  five years  has been phenomenal.
