are cited. The author disclaims any attempt at complete cov-
erage of the field of rheology. As a condensed review of the
achievements and present status of specific regions of the vast
field of viscosity and plasticity the book is of merit. Since the
stated purpose of the lectures is to arouse interest and awaken
curiogity in the issue in question, the omission of bibliographi-
cal references to encourage, or even to afford further study of
problems of particular interest is, to this reviewer, particularly
regrettable.
