THE PAUL BUNYAN MEETING

OUR Society will hold its 28th Fall Meeting in Minneapolis on October 11, 12, and 13. This first

visit of the A.0.C.S. to the Land of the Sky Blue Watérs has been planned to make history—by

offering a techmnical and entertainment program unsurpassed by any previous convention. Our
Society draws its strength from a membership spread over 43 countries. We feel sure that many of
our illustrious foreign colleagues will be able to join us in October. May they all consider this a per-
sonal invitation! Certainly to facilitate the interchange of knowledge between peoples is to promote
goodwill among all men.

Minnesota’s legendary hero and native son has been chosen as the theme
for this convention. Lumberjacks insist that PAUL: BUNYAN was the
greatest American who ever lived, as well as the mightiest and the biggest.
You can be sure that the PAUL BUNYAN MEETING will be the greatest
in the annals of your Society. So swears the committee by their collective
BUNYAN beards.

The technical program is by far the most ambitious ever presented. This
could easily have been a five-day convention. It is regrettable that time does
not permit the presentation of all the fine papers submitted. By use of con-
current sessions a record high of 80 to 90 papers will be given. Adequate
allowance for discussion periods is being made. Highlights of the technical
program will be the four symposia of invited speakers, all eminent authorities
in their respective fields. The symposia alone are worth the trip. They are
entitled: New Analytical Methods for Fats and Oils, Applied Research on the
Utilization of Surfactants, Drying Oils, and Pollution and Waste Disposal.
General papers will cover detergents, oil refining, edible oil technology,
oxidative and heat polymerization, cereal lipids, phosphatides, antioxidants, epoxidation, market studies,
and a variety of other subjects. Trophies will be awarded for the best papers in the general sessions and
in the symposia. It is hoped that this innovation will induce speakers to prepare carefully and to exert
not merely herculean but BUNYAN efforts.

LOSELY integrated with the technical program are two conducted field trips. One is to the new
$3,000,000 research laboratory of the Minnesota Mining and Manufacturing Company. The other

is to the new combination prepressing-solvent extraction plant of the Minnesota Linseed Oil Com-
pany. If you are so inclined, you may also visit such places as the Grain Exchange, one of the many
flour mills, or some of the fine research laboratories or industrial establishments in the area. Par-
ticularly recommended for those who drive is the Hormel! Institute of the University of Minnesota
at Austin. ~

Adjacent to the meeting halls will be 32 booths of commercial exhibits. Companies from all over
the nation will show the latest in tools, techniques, and material. Here is the chance for you to look
over the latest time- and labor-saving devices.
