How the A.O.C.S. official Supplies 
Are Handled 

rI-,H~E STOR~' behind the supplies handled by the 
_[ American ()il Chemists' Society involves a com- 

plex of technical committees, suppliers, and dis- 
tributors as well as close cooperation with other scien- 
title societies and trade associations. The items, such 
as the earths (natural bleaching, activated bleaching, 
and dia tomaceous) ,  ammonium sulfate, aluminum 
moisture dishes, and salt crude glycerine, are pro- 
vided for establishing the grade of commercial oils 
and fats and to make available accepted analytical 
reference standards. They are sold slightly above 
cost as a service to the oil and fat industry and are 
subject to periodical evaluation and certification. 

The Uniform Methods Committee :is entrusted with 
supervisio~ of the stocking and distribution of offi- 
cial supplies. Chairman is J. T. R. Andrews, who 
is with the Procter and Gamble Company in Cincin- 
nati, O. Serving with hint are M. M. Durkee, A. E. 
Staley Manufacturing Company, Deeatur, Ill.; J. J. 
Ganueheau, Southern Cotton Oil Company, Gretna, 
La. ; D. L. Henry, Law and Company, Atlanta, Ga. ; 
T. H. Hopper, Southern Regional Research Labora- 
tory, New Orleans, IJa. ; R. J. Houle, I~ever Brothers 
Company, Edgewater, N. J. ;  and R. R. King, Mrs. 
Tucker's Products, Sherman, Tex. 

With the assistance of the executive secretary 
Mr. Andrews is responsible for stocking the sup- 
plies, placing re-orders, and having the earths certi- 
fied annually. Mr. Hopper, as technical editor of the 
Methods of Analysis and the annual Revisions, is a 
member of the committee so as to be kept apprised 
of all developments originating from the Uniform 
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Methods committee, which in turn considers and acts 
upon recommendations from the various technical 
committees of the Soeiety. Among those closest to 
the work of standardization are Bleaching and Re- 
fining. Chairman of the former is T. C. Smith, Cen- 
tral Soya Company, Decatur, Ind., and of the latter, 
G. W. Hohnan, Procter and Gamble Company, Cin- 
cinnati, O, 

Suppliers for the present inventories are as fol- 
lows: Bennett-Clark Company, Naeogdoehes, Tex., for 
the official natural bleaching earth; Piltrol Corpora- 
tion, Los Angeles, Calif., for the official aetivated 
bleaching earth; Diealite Division, Great I~akes Car- 
bon Corporation, Chicago, for the official diatoma- 
ceous earth;  Ameriean Can Company, Chicago, for 
tbe nmisture dishes; Procter and Gamble Company, 
Cincinnati, for the glycerine; and the J. T. Baker 
Comi)any, Phillipsburg, N. J., for the ammonimn 
sulfate. 

F OR MANY YEA~S supplies were held in warehouse 
facilities, shipped, and billed by the secretary- 

treasurer of the Society, J. C. P. Helm, in New Or- 
leans. Then after the national headquarters office 
was established in Chicago, some of the distribution 
was transferred. By the spring of 1945 an arrange- 
ment was made with the Central Seientific Company 
of Chicago to handle the supplies. This has been con- 
tinued on a satisfactory basis until the present, when 
Cenco asked to be relieved of some of the storage 
requirements of the earth. 

After eonsideration of the various factors the Gov- 
erning Board deeided it would be best to have one 
distributor for all the items, and the A. S. La Pine 
Company, 6001 S. Knox, Chicago, Ill., has agreed to 
serve, effective January  1, 1956.

New Books 
THE PHOISPHATIDES, by Harold Wittcoff (Reinhold Publish- 

ing Corporation, New York, 564 pp., 1951, $10). With the in- 
creased interest in the chemistry of the phosphatides there has 
developed a definite need for a book which would bring to- 
gether the -widely scattered information on this subject in a 
convenient and accessible form. This book fills that need ad- 
mirably. The book, one of the American Chemical Society 
Monograph series, is composed of six parts. The titles indicate 
the wide range of material included: Part I. The Chemistry 
of the Phospholipides; Part II. The Analytical Determination 
of the Phosphatides ; Part III. Phosphatides from Plant 
Sources ; Part IV. Phosphatides from Animal Sources; Part. 
V. The Biochemistry and Physiology of the Phosphatides; and 
Part VT. The Industrial Aspects of the Phosphatides. 

Each of these parts is quite comprehensive and is well docu- 
mented by a large number of references. Although the book 
will be of greatest value as a reference book, a careful reading 
n.lso affords a good survey of our present knowledge of the 
subject. A copy should be accessible to every worker in the 
field.
