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Ammonium Sulfate Discontinued

HE DISTRIBUTION AND sALE of A.0.C.S. Official

Standard Ammonium Sulfate (for standardizing,

containing 25.67% NH,) was discontinued by the
American Oil Chemists’ Society as of January 1, 1957,
upon recommendation of the chairman of the Seed
and Meal Analysis Committee, T. H. Hopper, and
with the approval of a majority of the Uniform
Methods Committee, of which J. T. R. Andrews is
chairman.

There are a number of reasons for this decision.
1. The ammonium sulfate standard is a check on the
distillation portion of the analysis only and reveals
nothing about the completeness of digestion. 2. No
reference is made to the standard ammonium sulfate,
or its use, in any of our methods for nitrogen, am-
monia, and protein. 3. Calculations are based upon
employment of ‘‘accurately standardized’’ sodium
hydroxide and sulfuric acid solutions, for which de-
tails are given in A.Q.C.S. Spec. H 12-52. 4. If the
percentage of nitrogen stated on the label of the
ammoninm sulfate is not obtained by analysis, no
course of action is preseribed, and perhaps none is
warranted.
