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T 
HE PACIFIC OCEAN between us, America  and Japan ,  does not change 
its immense area of 70 million square miles. H~owever the distance 
is becoming shorter in consideration of the time necessary to cross 

it. Moreover the comlt ry  in the F a r  Eas t  is now more int imately  related 
with the new world than  ever before. 

The American Oil Chemists '  Society has been very  well known in 
Japan ,  especially through its journal  by  the name of Oil and Soap 
(1932-47). The American society is now publishing the 34th volume 
of its month ly  journal.  Our J a p a n  Oil Chemists '  Society is yet  very 
young. I t s  journal  is in its sixth year.  Though young, it is the only 
Japanese  journal  exclusively devoted to the field of oil and soap. 

The Journa l  of the J a p a n  Oil Chemists '  Society has changed its title 
name in Japanese  and English to conform to t h e  readers '  needs. The 
table below shows the g radua  1 growth of this new publication.

The Society 's  headquar ters  are located at the Depar tment  of Appl ied  Chemistry,  Facu l ty  of 
Engineering,  Universi ty  of Tokyo, Motofujicho 1, BunkyS-ku, Tokyo. Officers are p r e s iden t - -

and  Sciichi Ueno.
