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NRA to Report Future
Consumption of

Fats in Feed

Government Estimates
Corrected Upward

In a bulletin dated May 11, 1964,
the U.S. Dept. of Commerce corrected
previously-released figures, to show es-
timated 1964 consumption to date of
inedible tallow and grease in feeds, to
be 62.7 million 1b in January—57.1
million 1b in February—and 55.8 mil-
lion 1b in Mareh.

These revised estimates, made by the
Bureau of the Census, are almost twice
the volume previously published.

The earlier figures on consumption
of inedible tallow and grease (as listed
in the Dept. of Commerce M20K re-
ports) showed: 35.7 million Ib in Janu-
ary, 31.1 million in February, and 32.8
million 1b used in March.,

The revised figures on eonsumption
of fats in feed—and the Department’s
newly-established basis for obtaining
accurate estimates directly from ren-
derers, themselves—reflect the steadily
increasing use of fats in feeds. Such
usage this year may well total over
650 million 1b/year.

Extensive research programs and
feeding trials continue to prove the
many hutritional benefits of fat in
poultry, cattle, swine and other feeds.
These programs—sponsored largely
through the National Renderers Asso-
ciation, The Fats and Proteins Re-
search Foundation and cooperating
government agencies—continue to ben-
efit both public and many areas of
American industry. And this progress
is being extended, with the cooperation
of the USDA Foreign Agricultural
Service, to foreign countries where
modern nutritional practices are needed
for greater food production.

Recognizing the growth of fats-in-
feed usage, the Commerce Department
has announced that the Bureau of
Census is now obtaining independent
information from renderers on their
shipments of inedible tallow and grease
to feed producers. The information so
obtained is considered a better basis for
estimating actual consumption of fats
in feeds, rather than the limited sample
previously used.

The Department announces that in
future monthly issues of the M20K re-
ports, information on consumption of
tallow and grease in feed will be based
on reports from renderers rather than
from feed producers.
