Original papers on all phases of ana-
lytical chemistry and spectroscopy are
invited. All papers will be evalunated
by the Program Committee before ac-
ceptance. Authors planning to submit
papers should follow the requirements
in the attached “Regulations Govern-
ing Papers.” The final date for receipt
of abstracts is October 1, 1965.
