1968 Recipient is E. J. Corey 
In 1969, the Fritzche Award given 

for outstanding achievement in the 
chemist~ T of essential oils and related 
products, will be conferred as "The 
Ernest Guenther Award," honoring the 
Executive Vice President and Tech- 
nical Advisor of Fritzsche Brothers, 
Inc., noted authority on essential oils. 

Recipient os the 1968 Fritzsche 
Award is E. J. Corey, Professor of 
Chemistry at Harvard University, in- 
ternationally known for his work in 
the field of terpene chemistry. An- 
nouncement of the award was made 
during the National Meeting of the 
American Chemical Society, Chicago, 
September 1967.

Japanese Plant Breeders Working 
to Rebuild Markets
