A short course on the "Evalua- 
tion and Interpretation of Testing 
Methods" (Chemical and Physical, 
sponsored jointly by the AOCS and 
the Chemical Division of ASQC, will 
be given April 6-8, 1967, at the Mid- 
land Hotel in Chicago. 

This course was so well received and 
commented on by those who took part 
in previous presentations in 1963 and 
]964 that a repeat is highly desirable. 

This course is designed primarily 
for industrial laboratory personnel 
who have had little or no experience 
in statistical treatment of analytical 
or test data and evaluation of testing 
methods. Engineers, chemists, physi- 
cists and others involved in any aspect 
of testing will find it extremely bene- 
ficial; it will be of value even to those 
with previous knowledge of statistics.

To Be Instructors 

The instructors, John Mandel, Na- 
tional Bureau of Standards, and Grant 
Wernimont, Eastman Kodak Co., are 
nationally recognized in the use of 
statistical techniques in evaluation of 
physical and chemical testing methods 
and results. 

They will teach the types of prob- 
lems in testing work with which statis- 
tics should be used; value of statistics 
in dealing with these problems; gen- 
eral approaches available for statis- 
tical treatment of testing problems; 
and the underlying reasoning used in 
solving testing problems. 

They will discuss such topics as: 
control chart techniques for viewing 
and presenting data, methods of deter- 
mining precision and accuracy, eval- 
uation o£ the testing method of pro- 
cedure, comparison of testing method, 
point estimation and confidence inter- 
vals, sampling problems, inter-labora- 
tory testing, factorial experiments, and 
the statistics of the straight line.
