engineering meeting 
A symposium on "Progress in Food Engineering" sponsored 
by the Food Working Party of the European Federation 
of Chemical engineering will be held June 3-5, 1981 in 
Milan, Italy.

IUPAC to meet in Canada 
The 28th Congress of the International Union of Pure and 
Applied Chemistry (IUPAC) will be held Aug. 16-22, 
1981 in Vancouver, Columbia. 

The three main subject areas for the meeting will be 
chemistry's role in the solution of  the energy problem, 
in the study of environmental problems and in the extrac- 
tion and beneficiation of resources. 

Approximately 2,500 persons are expected to attend. 
IUPAC is an international association of 44 national organi- 
zations. The FAO sponsored Codex Alimentarius commis- 
sion's committee on fats and oils has adopted IUPAC 
analytical methods for use in its work. 

The previous IUPAC meeting was held in Helsinki,
