Volunteer papers

Volunteer papers may be submitted
for presentation in poster sessions
at the Second World Conference on
Detergents to be held Oct. 5-10,
1986, in Montreux, Switzerland.

The conference is designed to
provide a detailed update on the
technical, economic, legislative and
commercial trends for the detergent
industry in the 1990s. An interna-
tional organizing committee, headed
by Ted Matson of Vista Chemical
Co. and Adolf de Jong of Unilever
N.V., has been working during the
past three years to identify topics
and select speakers for the plenary
program, which will consist solely of
invited papers.

The committee realizes that time
constraints for plenary sessions
preclude covering all topics in as
much detail as some registrants
might wish, so they are scheduling
additional scientific papers as

poster presentations. Chairman for
the poster sessions will be Fred
Hogeman of Ethyl Corp. Persons
who wish to make a poster presen-
tation should submit an abstract
by June 15, 1986, to: Fred Hoge-
man, Ethyl Corporation, 451 Flor-
ida St., Baton Rouge, LA 7080l
USA.

Specific instructions for poster
presentations will be mailed after
June 15 to those persons whose
abstracts are accepted. Generally,
authors are asked to post their
material about mid-morning on the
day of presentation, then be avail-
able for approximately two hours
that afternoon to explain their work
and answer questions.

The first such world conference
was held 10 years ago in Montreux.
The second conference, in essence, is
modeled on the first and designed to
provide a new generation of indus-
try executives and researchers with
the latest available information.

Phosphate ban

The District of Columbia has joined
seven states in banning the sale of
household detergents containing
phosphates.

With the exception of dish-
washer detergents, cleaning agents
with more than 0.5% elemental
phosphorus will no longer be
allowed for home use. Higher
concentrations of phosphorus also
will be allowed in detergents used to
clean health care, food processing,
beverage and dairy equipment.
Commercial and institutional laun-
dries serving health care facilities
also are exempt.

The ban is scheduled to take
effect in September after the
proposal has undergone congres-
sional review. Currently Indiana,
Maryland, Michigan, Minnesota,
New York, Vermont and Wisconsin
have statewide bans on phosphates.

Sulfonamides

Akzo Chemie America, a U.S.
division of the multinational Akzo

Group, took over all activities
related to Monsanto Company’s
sulfonamides business on Feb. 1. In
December, Monsanto sold its assets
and inventory and ceased produc-
tion of the sulfonamides at the
Queeny plant in St. Louis, Missouri.

Akzo will sell Monsanto’s *‘San-
ticizer” 8 and 9 and ‘‘Santolite”
MHP and MS80 under the names
“Ketjenflex” 8, 9 and MS80. Once
stock is depleted, Akzo will replen-
ish it with products from its
European production sites. The
company has expanded European
production to meet U.S. market
demands; no plans have been made
to begin production in the U.S.

Ceca adds capacity

Ceca, a subsidiary of Elf Aquitaine,
will double its capacity to produce
amino fats with the addition of a
manufacturing plant in Feuchy-
Les-Arras, France. The $10.5 mil-
lion plant will enable Ceca to
produce 30,000 tons of fatty amines
per year.

The company is France’s sole
producer of fatty amines. Accord-
ing to a European Chemical News
report, Ceca currently holds 50% of
the domestic market and 30% of the
European market.

Henkel’s Brazilian subsidiary and
Brazil’s Ultra group have agreed to
invest $36 million to produce fatty
alcohols and fatty acids for the
domestic and Latin American
markets. This plant would be the
first of its kind in South America.

AOCS member Norman R. Smith of
Stepan Co. has been elected to the
board of directors of the Chemical
Specialties Manufacturers Asso-
ciation.

Armour-Dial Inc. changed its name
to The Dial Corp. on Jan. 27, 1986.
Edward J. Walsh, president and
chief executive officer of the former
Armour-Dial Inc., said the name
change reflects the need to create a
more representative corporate iden-

tity after the company’s 1985
purchase of Purex. The Dial Corp.,
which markets laundry, household
and food products, had $900 million
in combined sales in 1985.
