thetical personal communication is incorrect. This com- 
munication was to one of us (KDC). Drs. Knapp and Roath 
have neither researched nasturtium nor communicated with 
the growers. 

This parenthetical reference apparently was inadvertently 
transcribed from another paper of ours, Prepress Solvent 

Extraction of Cuphea Seed, which was submitted to JAOCS 
at  about the same time (2). Drs. Knapp and Roath are ex- 
perts  on cuphem 

We regret this error and any inconvenience it may have 
caused Drs. Knapp and Roath or our readers.
