SIAM—U.S.S.R. Collaborative Publication

On February 16, 1961, The Society for Industrial and Applied Mathematics
(SIAM) announced publication of the English edition of Problems of Continuum Me-
chanics, a volume dedicated to Academician N. I. Muskhelishvili on his seventieth
birthday. On this same day, the Academy of Sciences of the U.S.S.R. announced
publication of the Russian edition, and these companion volumes have been pre-
sented to Muskhelishvili. This event ig of interest, not only because the volume
contains the recent work of leaders in the field of continuum mechaniecs, but also
because it is the result of a collaborative publication effort between the Academy
of Sciences of the U.S.S.R. and SIAM in the United States.

SIAM obtained the cooperation of the Academy of Sciences of the U.S.S.R. to
prepare an English edition which could be published simultaneously with the
Russian edition. To enable this to be done, the Academy of Sciences supplied STAM
with manusecripts of contributed papers in sufficient time to permit simultaneous
bilingual publication.
