This is a self-instructional manual for FORTRAN II as designed for the IB1MI 
700 series of computers. The material is presented at a very elementary level (high- 
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school algebra is the prerequisite) in a format designed for self-teaching. Information 
is presented to the student in very small units (usually a short paragraph of six to a 
dozen lines) and each unit is followed by a short question. The brevity and sim- 
plicity of some of these units may tax the patience of the better student who would 
probably prefer to digest a larger piece of information before being interrupted by 
questions. 
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
