A solution of approximately 10 g. of potassium hydroxide in 1.5 1. of

isopropancl is prepared by the gradual addition, with stirring, of solid
KOH at such a rate as to avoid too vigorous a reaction. With use, the
solution is reported to be effective for months with occasional addition
of alkali pellets, after decanation of the solution from a bottom

caustic layer. Polyethylene containers are recommerided for use over

long periods of time.
