Although there is already a strong interest in the
biotechnology industry for IC, the interest in this
pharmaceutical area is still growing and is expected to
grow steadily over the next few years. Several factors,
including the potential of being complementary to the
conventional forms of HPLC such as RP or NP,
orthogonal to techniques of metal ion analysis such as
ICP and AA, a safer and low cost operation for not
having to use organic solvents, and expiration of
certain key patents held by the innovator company a
few years ago has opened the potential of rapidly
increasing applications of IC in pharmaceutical drug
analysis. The number of USP monographs that include
IC-based procedures is low but is increasing steadily.
USP plans to have a new general information chapter
on Ion Chromatography and at least one more general
chapter on an IC-based procedure. Given all these
key factors, the timing of this meeting will be ideal
for pharmaceutical industry to discuss the technology
and explore its potential for application in drug
analysis.
