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nenburg is-preferred before all others, that are made of Salte
Springs.

Some Obferwations of [warms of [lrange Infelis,

and the Mifchiefs done by them.

A great Obferver, who hath livedlongin New Englasd,
did upon occafion,relate to a Friend of bisin London, where
he lately was, That fome few Years fince there was ucha
{fwarm of a certain {ort of InfeCs in that Exglifh Colony,
that for the fpace of 200 Miles they poyfon’dand deftroyed
all the Treesof that Country 5 there being found innume-
rable lictle holes in the ground, out of which thofe Infects
broke forth in the form of Meggois, which turned into Flyes
that had a kind of taile or fting, which they ftruck into the
Tree, and thereby envenomed and killed it,

The like Plague s faid to happea frequently in the Coun-
try of the Coﬁwgf ot Vkrani, wherein dry Summers they are
infefted with fuch {warms of Lecafts, driven thither by an
Eaf}, or Sonth-Eaft Wind, that they datken the Air in the
faireft weather, and devour all the Corn of that Country sy
laying their Eggs in eAutumn,and then dying ; but the Eggs;
of which every one layeth two or threehundred, hatcbing
the next Spring, produce again fucha number of Locufts,
that then they do far more mifchief than afore, unlels Rains
do fall, which kill both Eggs and the Infects themfelves, or
unlefs a {trong North or North-weft Wind arife, which drives
them into the Exxin.Sea : The Hogs of that Country loving
thefe Eggs, devour alfo great quantities of them, and there-
by help to purge the Land of them 3 which is often {o mo-
lefted by this Vermine, that they enter into their Houfes and
Beds, fall upon their Tablesand into their Meat, infomuth
that they can hardly eat without taking down fome of thems
in the Night when they repofe them(elves upon the ground,

they cover it three or four Inches thick, and if a Whee! pafs
ower
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over them, they emit a {tench hardly to be endured : All
which, and much more may be fullyleeninthe Fresch De-
fcription of the Countries of Polgnd, made by Monfienr de
Beanplain, and by Monfieur Theuenot, in his Relation of the
Cofacks, contained in the Firlt part of his Curisus Voyages.

An Obfervation touchixg the Bodies of Snakes and
Vipers.

Several have taken notice, that there is a difference be-
tween the brooding of Snakes and Vipers, thofe laying their
Eggsin Dung-hills, by whofe warmth they are hatched 5 but
thefe ( Vipers) brooding their Eggs within their Bellies, and
bringing forth live Vipers. To which may be added, That
fome affirm to have feen Snakes Iye upon their Eggs,as Hens
fit upon theirs.

Sorme Obfervations of odde Conflitutions of Bodies,

A very curious Perfon, ftudying Phyfick at Leyder, to
whom had been imparted thofe Relationsabout a Milky Sub-
ftarice in Veins, heretofore alledged in Numb. 6. returns, by
way of gratitude, the following Obfervations.

There was (faith he) not many Years fiace, in this Goun-
try 2 Student, whobeing muchaddiced to the ftudy of 4-
fironomy, and fpending very many Nights in Star-gazing,
had, by the No¢tarnal wet and cold temper of the Air, in
fuch a manner obftructed the poresof his skin, that lictle or
nothing exhaled from his Body 5 whichappeared hence, be-
caufe that the fhirt, he had worn five or fix weeks, was thén
as white asif he had worn it but one day. In the mean
whilehe gathered a {ubcutancous Water, of which yet he
was afterwards well cured.
