London, of Dantzick, and in Mulcovy.

Concerning the Granaries of London, the Inquifitive Dr, Merret,
(who indeed occafion’d the Inquiry into the reft | as athing,
which many were defirons to be informed about , for the bester
Prefervation of Grain , intimes of its lenty) gives this Account

of them,

A Ll the Twelve Companies of London, and fome other Com-
% panies and Private Perfons , have their Granaries at the
Bridge-Houfe in Southwark (where are a Juftice of the Peace , a
Steward , and two Mafters,) Thefe Granaries are built on two
fides of an 0blong 5 one whereof ftands Northand Somth, and is near
100 yardslong , whofe Lettice-windows refpe& North-Eiff, the

other fide may beabout 50 yards long 5 the Windows look  to the
North,
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North, and the oppofite ﬁdes: have nd Apertures.  Allehe Win-
dows dre about ayard high, withont any fhucters, and run onin
a continued Serjes , withvery (mall partitions , {ufficient onely to
nail the Letticesto, Each of them is three or fqur Stories high,
The ‘Garret-windows- are Jetty-wife ; with @ yards diftadce one
fromvanother , glazed out of the Tiles, The Ground orlower-
inoft Story, 12 foot from theground , "is ufed onely for a Ware-
houfe, ¢re. To fettle the firft Story upon ftrong Pillars, forri-
fied with Spikes of Iron, that no Vermin might get up, would
make that Story ficter for drying of Coin, and more perflatile 5
efpecially where there is notife of the lower Rooms, "Fhe other
Stories , made for Granaries:, are in breadth fome 6yards, and
in height 6 foot or fomewhat more, *The uppermoft or Garret-
Granary to the Top or Angle, made bythe raifing pieces, much
more, - They have eachin the midit fiom the fides .at 8 or 9 foot
diftance, a ftrong Poft; and all the Timbers madevery ftrong, to
fupport and bear the great weight, of the Grain, The Boards
beft made of found Oak, two inchés thick, and clofe joynted,
In fome places they put, in.all ctheinfide of their Rooms, Iron-
wire, of {o narrow Mefches, that neither Rats nor Mice can get
thorow theim , two or three footdeep, Others ere¢t, on allthe
fides, Boards'of Timber, and faften others to the top of the Per-
pendicular , one lying either parallel to the Horizon, orfo that
they make an acute Angle with the former ; to the fame purpofe,
For, befides the devouring of the Grain, the Excrements and
Urin of- that Vierminie , moiftning the Wheat or Rye, make them
apt to corrupt and breed Wesvels;, -

- The two mainConfiderables in building thefe Granaries, are,
To make them frong , and , Ty expofe them to the moft drying
Winds, |

The Otdering of their Corn is this, In Kent, 10 feparatethe
duftand other imparities in it, when’tis chrafh’d, they throw itin
Shovels from onefide to.theother , which:thelonger itis . -the
better : by which means all {uch impurities remain in the middle
berwixe the two hieaps of Corn 5 which they skreen, to parttlie
Corn , thatis good, from the faid impurities 5 -then ,- when they
fitft bring the Grain into'the Granaries, they lay'it abdut balf 2
Jfoor thick, and turn it ewiceaweek, and once in-that time skreen
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it and this for two Moneths fpace, Afterthat, theylayit 2 fo0s
thick for two Monthsmore, turning it once or twice aWeek, and.
skreen it proportipnably , according as the drying feafonis, fel-
domer oroftner, After 5 or 6 Moneths., they raife’it to two fooz,
in height , and turnit osce a Fortnight, and skreen it once a Moneth,
asoccafionis; After 2 Tear , they lay it two and ahaif or three foor
deep, and turn it once inthree Weeks or.a Moneth, and skreenit
proportionably,

Whenit hath lain #we Years or more, they-turn it once in te
Montths, and skreenit oncea Quarter, and foon, as they find it
inbrightne(s, hardnefs and drinefs, The oftner- thefe two things
are done, thebetter the Grain proves,

They leavean empty {pace about a yard wide onall fides of the
Room, andat fix foor diftance, thorow the whole Arez, empty of
Corn; intowhich empty fpaces they tura the Corn as often as ’tis
needful. |

In Keént they make twof{quare holes in both the ends cf the
Floor , andone round in the middle; . by which they throw the
Corn from theupper into the lower Rooms ; ¢ contra , toair and
dry it the better,

The Skreens aremade with two partitions , to feparate the duft
from-the Corn; which fallsintoa Bag , and when {ufficiently full,
is caftaway, the good Cornremaining behind,

Corn has been kept in London-Granaries, 33 Yearss and- the
longer “tis kept , the more flower it yields, in proportion to the
quantity of the Corn 5 .and makes the purer and whiter Bread,. the
fuperfluous humidity onely evaporating.

As for the Granaries -of Dantzick ‘and Mofcovia , fome ob-
f?]r-vmg Merchants and Travellers give this fhort Account of

Fir(l 5 That thofe of -Dantzick are generally SevenStories high,
fome, Nine Stories; having each of them a Funnel , to letthe
Corn run down from one Floor to anothers thereby chiefly faving
thelabour and charges of carryingit down, And then, thatthey
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fnthat Town, arebuilt altogether furrounded with water , whereby
the Ships have the coaveniency of lying clofe to them, totakein
their Lading. No Houfes fuffered to be built near.them, to be
thereby fecured from the cafualties of Fire,

Secondly , Thatthofe of Mufcovy are made under Ground, by
digging a deep Pit , of almoft the Figure of a Sugar-loaf, broad
below, and narrow at -thetop 5 ‘the fides well-plaifterd round
about , andthe top very clofe cover'd withStone, The people
of that Countrey gref{o very.careful, to havethe Cotn welldried,
before they put it into thofe Subterraneous Granaries , that , when
the weather of that Northern Climat ferves not to dry it {uffici-
ently , they hegttheir Barns, by themeansof great Ovens , and
thereby very well drying their Corn , fupply the deficiency of
their fhort Summer,
