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His Spleen wasvery thick, and his Ziver big, and in fome places
livid. The Heart very dry, and, as’twere, burnt.  And having
found the Vein, by which the Transfufionhad been made, there

was, from the place of the opening of the Arm, to-the Heart,

almoft no blood found in it, no more than in the other Veins,
nor in the Ventricles of the Heart, for as much as that little, he
received,had been imbibed by liishotand dry Flefh.  All which
this 4uthor affures, can be attefted both by a dozen perfons of
great veracity, who were prefent at this diffection, and confir--
med by the Certificates given by the Phyficians themfelves, to be
fent to the Parents of the decealed Stranger; who is the very fame
with him,of whomalefs punctual account-was.given, Nimb.2 8,
P 519. . ~
Some new Experiments

Of injecting Medicated Liquors into Veins, together with the
confiderable Cures perform’d thereby.

This was lately communicated in a Letter from Dantzick written by Dy.Fabri-
tius,Phyfician in Ordinary sothat City, which ent of the Latin ye thus Englifh,

7 Oralmuch as.we had a great. defire to experiment; what
F would be the effects of the Chirurgery of injecting Liquors
into Humane Veins, three fic Subjects prelenting themfelves in
our Hofpital, we thought good to make the T7ya/ upon themi.
But feeing little ground to hope for a manifeft operation from
only Altering Medicines, we elteemed, the Experiment- would
be more convenient and confpicuous from Laxatives, which
made us-inject by a Syphon about two Drachms of fuch a kind of
Phyfick into the Aedian Vein of the right Arm. " The Parients
were thefe. Ore was a lufty robuft Souldier dangeroufly infeGted
with the PenereakDifeafe, and [uffering grievous protuberatings
of the bones in his Arms. He,when the purgative Liquor was in-
fufed into him, complained of great pains in his Elbows, and the
little valves of his Arm did {well fovifibly, that it was neceflary
by a gentle compreffion of .ones fingers to ftroke up that fwelling
towards the Patients fhoulders,  Some 4 hours after, it began to
work, not very troublefomly ; and (o it did the-next day, info-
much that the Man had five good ftools afterit, Without agxy-

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other remedies thofe protuberances were gone, nor aré there any
footfteps left of the abovementioned Dilfeafe.

The #wo otHer Trials were made upon the other Sex. A mar-
ried Woman of 35, and a [erving Maid of 20 years of age, had
been both of them from their Birth very grievoufly affliGed with
Epileptick “fits, fo that there was little hopes left to cure them.
‘They both underwent this operation,and there was injected into
their Veins a Laxative Rofin, diffolved in an Awti-Epilepticat
Spirit. The firf of thefe had gentle ftools, fome hours after
the InjeCtion, and the next day the fits recurring now and then,
but much milder, are {ince altogether vanifl’d. As for the-other,
viz, the Maid, the went the fame day to ftool fourtimes, and
feveral times the next; but by going into the Air, and taking
cold, and not oblerving any dict, caft her (elf away.

*Tis remarkable, that it was common to all three to vomit foon

after the injection, and that extreamly and frequently ;. the rea-
fon whereof we leave to intelligent Phyficians to aflign.
