Concerning the Comet , that hath lutely appear’d in f-
rain parts, communicated from Iealy and Porcugal.

The Italian Acconnt, given by Gio, Domen, Caffini, we thus
Englifh,

Nno1668, theroh of March h.1, of the following night,

(after the Italian way of counting) at Bowowia, Iobferved

a path of Light extended froni the whale through Eridanns 5
which I judged tobe the Trainof a Comez,both by the Figure and
Colour, as alfo becaufe that the direGion of it, being by the
Fancy continued, feem’d to proceed unto thezrx, degr. of Pifces,
where the Suzthenwas, andfotended to the partoppofit to the
Sun, like other Comets, By its extreme point it reached to that
Star in Eridanus, which is called the Fourteenth by Bayerns: But
it iffued out of the Horizontal Clouds, fo-thatI thought, the
Head of the Comet was either vailed by them, or hid under the
Horizon, It followed the Motion of diurnal revolution Weft-
ward, anditwas to be feen about the fecond hour of the night;
for then it was demerfed in the mifts of the Horizon,

Not far from its pointed end Eaftward, there appeared a Star,
equal to‘the brighteft of the Fourth magnitude , almoft in the
fameplace, wherewas obferv'dthe Cometof A, 1664, Decemb.
31, which Starwas not rhes feen, nor at other times elfewhere,
nor is defcribed inany Catalogue, onany Globe or Map, that I
can learn 3 which therefore I deem to be a New one, that is, of
new appearance,

March 11, ateventhe Horizon was inthe Weft overcaft with
thin Clouds; among which after one hour of the night, there
was feen a Brightne(s in the Wwhale , at lealt for half an hour,
which was very like the fplendour of Zesns , likewife vailed by
thin clouds.

March 12, atnight, thelower parts of the Heavers in the weft
were clouded, 2nd when the Great Dog-ffar was in the Mid-
heaven, the {fame Tail appear’d again. It paffed through the Star
in Eridanus, which Bayerus calls the 15th, and left tothe South-
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ward the 14th, whereitdid terminate March 10, Being by the
imagnation drawnout to about 3, degrees and further, it tended
to that Southern Star, which preceds the Earof Lepus. It was
therefore more Northerly, than the day before yefterday, and
more Eafferlys and it alfo reachtto the oppofit part of the Sun,
"Towards the Wef it came out of the Clouds, and left us doubt-
ful, whether its head was hid by themn, or under the Horizon, But
the Line from Fxpirer to the extremity of the {aid Tayle in the
Clouds was perpendicular to that Tayles So thatic was in the
Whale, and theapparent part of the Trainreached out inlength
about 32, degrees,

Various are the Difcoutfes of the newly dilcover’d Comet, feen
here the firft time (according to the general report of our Ob-
{ervers;)

The Body
thereofis not {een, becaufe it remains hid in the Horicos, Its
Trainis of a ftupendious length, extended inappearance over al-
moft the 4thpart of the vifible Heaven, from Weft toEaft; ics
apparent breadth isof a good Palm, and its fplendor very grear,
butit lafts but a few hows, Intime there will be difcourfes writ-
ten upon this Subject, like to be more particular and exact,
whichIthall cranfmit to you, to compare with the Obfervations,
madeinvour parts,

Though thefe acconnts be but wery general and ui-accurate, yet
being the beft, that arccometo our hands,we thought it not amifsyte
impart thens to the publick,  Scveral lettersy written from France,
make alflo mention of its having been [een in [undry parts of that
Kingdom, as at Lyons, Tholoufe, Toulon, éutzot at Vatis 5 #o
more thin it hath been obferved at London, or in any other part of
England, that wecan hear of by any certain relation,
