Writtew from Franckfure in the Oder , by the learned Profeffor
Johannes Chriftophorus Beckman to the Publither, concerning
Ofteocolla, and fome other Obfervables in thofe parts 5 Eng-
lithed o2 of the High-Dutch, s follows,

Ir, the Converfation with feveral worthy Members of the

\J R, Society, 1 hadthe honor ro be admitted to, when I was
i England, as it then awakned me, and begot in me a refolution,
betger
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better to employ the remainder of my travelling-time, in making
Obfervations of a Philofophical nature, {o the remembrance of
it, fince my return into my Native Soyle, hath prompted me
to enquire after, and to take {pecial notice of the Produ¢tions of
Nature there: Among which I'thall at chis time chiefly impare
to you, what hath occurrd to me about the offescollz s which [
have therefore the more carefully obferv’d, becaufe I have hi-
therto met in Authors with little fatisfattion concerning the
fame,

1, Therefore, I find, that it growes in a Sandy,yet not Gra-
velly Soyle, and not at all (that I know) in any rich or Clayie
Ground,

3, It fhoots down two mens depth under ground, fo that,be-
ing found above the furface of the Earth,you may ftill find down-
wards of its branches till you come to the {aid depth, Where
it is to be noted, that the branches moft commonly grow
ftreight up , yer fometimes alfo fpread fidewayes.

3. The branches are not of an equal thicknefs, but, lke
plants growing above ground, fome of them thicker, fome {len-
derer; and the farther they are diftant from the common ftem |
the thinner they ares the ftalk being thickeft of all, ufually
equalling the thicknefs of an ordinary Arm or Legg, and the
branches, the thicknefs of on’s little finger,

4 The Place, where ’tis to be found, hath its peculiar
mark, to find the offeocolla by 5 which is, that upon the Sand ,
which is here every where yellowith, there appears a whitith
fatty Sand, which, 1f it be dug into, hath under it a dark farty,
and, how hot and dry foever the other Sand be, a fomewhat moift
and putrid matter, like roteen Wood ; which mateer fpreads it
felf here and there in the Earth, juft as the offeocolla it {elf
doth, and is called by thofe, whom I have employ’d tolook fer
it, the Flower of this Subftance.

5. The Offescollz being thus found, is altogether foft, yet
rather friable than ductil: Wherefore if one hath the curiofity
of getting out of the ground awhole piece of it with its branches,
he muft very carefully remove the Sand every way from it, and
then let it lie foa while 5 its quality being, That remaining ex-

pofed to the Sun for half an hour or {fomewhat longer, it
growes
)
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growes to that hardnefs, as ’tis found in the fhops of Aporhe-
caries,

6. Tt feems to bea kind of Marle, or to have grear affinity
with it ; of whichwe here alfo have great ftore, yet not near
thofe places, where I have foand ofescolla.

7. It requirech alfo time to come to matwity ; which appears
from hence, that in the very fame place, where Idigg’d fome ot
it the laft year, I this yearfound others 5 yetwith chis difference,
that ‘thofe were grown hard , after the manner before defcri-
bed , but thefe remain fill foft and friable, though now in
the fifth Meneth,

8. The caule of its being divided into fo many branches, I
conjeiture to be from the Roors, which {pread themfelves here
and there in the Earth, {o that the mateer gathers and fetleth its
felf about them, and afterwards according to the divifion of the
roots, acquires a plantal form and appearance, Whence it alfo
feems to proceed, that through the midft of the offescolla there
alwayes pafleth adark line, which is thought to be a piece of the
Root, And it often happens, that that ftrokelofeth it felf by
lictle and little, and the Offeocolls in the middle grows clears
which comes to paffe, when the Root by the corruption, begua.
in the offescolla, is reduced to powder, Yet have I found a

lace hereabout, where the offescolla was not hollow at all; bue
there T obferved, that in ftead of fetling about a big root, it had
gathered it felf about many fmall fibres 5 whence alfo chis fore
had acquired pores thorough its whole length, but no cavity
like the other,

On another occafion I may alfo communicate to you fome
particalars concerning the Gramen Ifehemon , call'd by others
Gramen Dactyloides , or Sangninellay and the Gramen Aquati-
cum cum longifSima panniculs, mention’d by Bauhinns and grow-
ing here in great plenty 5 as alfo the Obfervables in the Foreft,
call'd the Harrz, which 1intend fhortly to vifit, and wherein are
to be found very confiderable both Copper and Silwer-Mines |
ftore of Lapss fifSilis, and a {ort of ftone, which by Raine grows
altogether foft, and a place, call'd Bawmans Hole, like that of
oky-hole about wvells in Enzland, &c,

I fhall now conclude with giving you notice, that the 1, of

dered with more than ordinary attention, It had none of the
ordinary figures, but was made up of little Pillars | whereof
fome were Tetragonal, fome Hexagonal, withan neat bafis.

An Extract of a Letter lately written by an obferving perfon
10 4 Friend of the Publifher, concerning the wertue of
Antimony,

Tryed that a Boare,to whom I had given an ounce of crude An-

timony at a time, putting him into the Sty, would be fat a fort-
night before another, having no Antimony, upon the like feed-
ing.  Antimony will recover a Pig of the Meafles ; by which it
appears to be a great purifyer of the Blood, Iknewa Horfe,that
was very lean and fcabbid, and could not be fatted by any keep-
ing, to whom Antimony was given for two Moneths together
every morning, and that upon the fame keeping he became ex-
ceeding fat. One of my own Horfes having had the fafhions,
and being cured, had notwithftanding extream running leggs 5 fo
that after he had paffed the courfe of Farryers twice,to be cured,
it was not done s but upon my giving him Antimony but one
week, he was prefently healed,

The manner of ufing it, is this, Take one drachme of crude
Antimony powder’d for one Horfe, and when you give him his
Qats in a morning, fhake it out upon his Oats in a little heap in
the middle: 1f he be hungry , and you keep off his head from
every other part of the Oats, he will fnap it up in his mouth at
one bite,when you let him goe, Some Horfes greatly like 1t,
others refufe it after the firft, If he refufe it, cover it with Oats
thinly 5 its done: ormake it in Balls,
