All which being confidered , we cannotbutadd 5 that whoever difcovers fuch healing
warers , and publickly prefcribes the fafe and right ufe of them , does really diftribute
Yarger aud nobler Almes , than ifhe built and endowed a savey,  For this prolongs life,
and reftores heaith , ( whchis fometimes better than life ) both tu rich and Poory to Na-
tives and Rrangers , 1o Neighbors and Travellors.

We cannot take off our hands here, without annexing our Authors related Experi-
ment of Carps (p. 2. ) which weretsken outof Pends newly drained , and being
put wich frefh watter intoa Copper Brewing-veflel , 1o be preferved but for one night s
were all found dead in the morning.
