ral Soils in {everal diftant Climarts will bears Not intermitting
thofe elegant Ingenuities of beantifying his Coyn wich the
faireft and really Gardian-ftamps 5 and of ftoring his Cab’nets
with the Curiofities and Rarities of Art and Nature, for the
encouragement of Sculpture, Picture, and of no {mall number
of Artificial Piactices an ufefu!l inventions, To be fhort, his
Majefty foon gave to all the Kingdom , in St, Fames's Park,
and Hide Park, in the Approches to his faireft Palaces, and in
his Forrefts, Illuftrious Putteins for the beft Improvements,
and for a copious Variety of all kinds of Amanities, Now
when our idle Multitudes.thall be ftrongly inured to thofe in-
nocent.and profitable Employments, till all our Hils , which
are now bald, fhall be fhelcer'd with the Chefnut, the Beech,
the Pine, Box, Maple, and the Royal Oak; and all our #al-
leys adorn'd with the finitful Knots of Cyrus, and like the gol-
den Gardens of Alcinous 5 then fhall we have fair grounds to
hope for thebleflings of Peace and Plenty, and the Juncture
of found and ufefull Philofophy with Chriftian Charitys and
of true Religion and Piety with cheerful Loyalty 5 and then
we fhall cruly deferve the Old Style of the Fortwnare rflands,
and the Gardens of Hefperides.
