5. Tothefe particulars add the great abundance of #ron-
ftome in Virginia,which hath already been tryed and found ve-
ry good 5 the conveaniency of Wood and Lime-tone being a
good inducement to the making of Irony which might be done
at a much lefs rate there than here. Of which there hath been
a calculation formerly made, confidering every mans labour,
and what is neceflary to be disburfed. for.every Artift and La.
bourer, as to their rranfportation, diet, and all other materials
for the work of Iron. All whichisreferred to the confidera-

tion of thofe, who are concerned in a_Matter of this impor-
tance.

AWay of making Vines grow to advantage, all over the roof of a

Have lately feen a pretty and pleafant culture of Vines at
I the houfe of a Geutleman, who makes very good White-
wine of hisown Grapes, He lets Vinesafcend by one fingle
fremto the Eaves of his houfe (cutting off all the luxuriant
branches by the way,)then gives them hiberty tofpread upon
the tiles, all over onc fide the roof of hishoufe, Thushe fur.
nitheshisdwelling houfe ;. and many out-houfes s by which
means the vines are no hinderznce to his other Wall-fruie, and
the rays of the Sun being a'moft dire& upon theVioes,he hath
riper, fwecter and greater pleoty of grapes, than when their
viues aze placed as Wall-fruie,
