And I thall not here take much notice of the Obftrucions
and Difcouragements, that bave been and are caft in our wa
by the Malevolent, they being f{ufficiently punifb’t by this,
that they exclude themifelves from the knowledge of Geds
admirable Works and of ingenious Inventions.

Mean while, the Firfugfi may encourage themfelves and re-
ceive fatisfaction from that noble Elogy, which was long ago
provided for them by the elegant Poet Claudian ;
