Cannot but impart unto you fomething lately happen’d in
my Family, which is, That, having tiken two Months ago
a Nurfe for my little Girl, (fince Dead ;) the Boy of that Nurfe,
having been on that occafion Weaned, did, by repeated Suck«
ing the Breafts of his Grand-mother, a2 Women of threefcore
Years of Age, caufe fuch a commotion in her, that abundance
of Milk run to her Breafts for a fufficient Nourithment to the
{aid weaned Boy, whom alfo my Nurfe, his Mother, after {he
return’d " home upon the Death of my Girl, now again gives
Suck to, though her Breafts had been for fome Weeks dry’d up.
- So far this relation : Which as it can be confirmed by many
other like Stories, given by very creditable Petfons, fo 1 {hall
bere fecond it but with one only, recorded by the learned Die-
nerbroeck in the fecond Book of his Anatome corporis bumani. cap.
3. pag. 408. (of which Book an Account is given at the End
of this very Traét.) The relation is as follows : At Viana, a
Town very near us, fome-Years ago, a poor Woman, living
hefore the Town-gate, -and being brought to Bed of a fine Doy
not tong after:the Peath of her Husband, and dying prefent-
ty-after het-delivery, left her Child behind her in good Health :
but leaving pothing to keep a Nurfe. to .give the Child
Suck, the Grand-mother of the Babe, called foanna Vuyltuyt,
being yet living, a . Womuan of threefcore and fix Years of
Age, but very poor alfo and not able to pay a Nurfe, out
ot great pity to the poor Cl}ild, attempted, though at that
Age, to give it Suck her felf ; in which undertaking the fuc-
ceeded fo well, that having out of her great commiferation put
her crying Grand-child {everal times to ber Breafts to Suck,
thefe Breafts did- (from  that old 'Woman’s ftrong imagination
and vebement defire to give Suck to this Child) begin to
yield Miik, and continued fo to do with that plenty, that it
wss f{ufficient to feed the Child, fo that it hardly needed any
orher Food; which all that faw it much. wondred ar, and
which can be attefted by many veracious Citizens of the ‘{aid
Lown. As
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As the Author alledges this Examiple to fortifie his Opinion
concerning the Caufe that impells the Chyle to the Breafts,
which he takes to be the Mother's or Nurie’s {firong imagina-
tion and paffion to give Suck ; {o he adds another, for the
fame purpofe, known to himfelf, and happen’d in his own Fa-
mily, which is, That a little Boy of his having been {uckled tor a
while by his own Mother, the Author’s Wife ; but being fallen
very Sick, and for great weaknefs unable to Suck any more
for fix or {cven Weeks, and confequently given over for Dead ;
the Mother. having caft off all hopes of giving it any further
Suck, let her Milk dry up. Dut the Child by great Care re-
covering fo far as to be able to Suck again, and being put to
an hired Nurfe, after the Mother’s Dreafts were dryed up, and
this Nurfe not ufing the Child well, the Mother out of great
Compaflion to her Child, did, about the End of the ninth
Month from the time ot her being brought to Bed, tike the
Babe to her felf again, and whilft another Nurle was looked
for, with a thoufand embraces fhe paffionately with’'d and de-
fired, the might have a full Breaft to give Suck again her felf.
A Nuife being found the fame Day, and the Chiid put to her
Breafts, the Wife of our Author found at Night, from her
ftrong imagination and paffion ({aith he) that her Breafls, though
not ftroaked by her, nor fucked by the Child, fwell'd agam,
after they had for eight whole Months been quite dryed up,
and they yielded fo much good Milk, that, if the new Nurfe
had not been hired, fhe could have given plentiful Suck to
the Boy her felf.
