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from her Head, and ftream’d out to fome diftance from:it: Nor did
the bleed only there, but upan herthoulders, and at theWaft, infuch
quantities, that the linnen next her mightbe wrung, it was fo wet;
and every day required clean linnen. She for three days bled alfo
at the Toes, at the bend of her Arms, at the Joynts of her fingers
of each hand, and at the fingers ends; and in fuch meafure, that in

a quarter of an hour the mother hath catch’t from the droppings

of the fingers, almoft fo much as the hollow of her hand would

hold. Ali the time of thisbleeding the child never cry’d vehement-
ly, but onlygroan’d; though about three weeksbefore, it had fuch

a violent fit of crying as t:},»)c Mother faid fhe never heard. After

the Child was dead, there appear’d in thofe places where the blood

came, iitle holes like the prickings of a Needle.

This Accompt 1 had from the Mother of the Child who is a
very fober Woman; and fhe told it me with tears. Every cir-
cumftance is fo far from fiction, that the Wemen, who were ma-
ny, that were with the Child in its illnefs and at its death, do
atteft it. I faw the Child’s Coat ftained, at the waft of it, with
the blood that came from that part; and alfo another thing bloody
from the head of it. ‘The mother told me, the blood was not
thin likg water, but of that thicknefs as blood ufwally is; and that
the and others believed, there was little or no blood left in the
body of the Child. If the the time of the Child’s death will add
any thing to this relation, it was about laft Candlemafs.

kecp long upon them?2 A. This Lake is encompafled with Aigh

hills at fome little diftance, but when I was upon the Lake, I

faw no Snow upon them; but upon Mountains in the Country,

as I travell’d to and from this Lake, I obferv’d Snow in Fune.

Upon Hills on the fide of great Lakes the Snow lyes not folong

as upon hills more diftant.

2. Q. Whether the Holes and Openings, by which thefe Waters
run out, are in flones, or in the loofe Earth? A. Gencrally they
are {tony, not in {oft or loofe Earth; yet in one or two places
the Earth hath been known to fink and fall in, particularly near
a Village call’d Sea-dorf.

3-°Q.
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. Q. Whether thefe Holes be the fame every year, and whether
o New ones are maae? A. The great Holes are the fame cvery
year; but poffibly part of the water may fomctimes find or make
new paflages through the crevices and cribrous parts of the Field.

4o Q. Whether they have not fear.bed into thefe Holes, and do
not fee the water at the bottom of thefe holes, or in wells, at the
time when this Lake is difcharged of the greateft part of its water ?
A. They have fearched into thefe holes, and when the water
goeth firft away, they fee it in them fora while, butafterwards
1t defcends lower out of their fight.

5. Q. Whether, when the water is dofeended in June into thofe
Holes, there remains none of it in this Lake in places above thofe
holes ¢ A. There remains at that time no water, atleaft not any
that is confiderable for any time in places more elevated than
thofe holes, moft of it draining away towards the holes in the
Valleys; the reft is either imbibed by the Earth, or, if any
remain in the hilly orrocky part, it is evaporated.

6. Q. Whether there be not thereabout fome River, or Snow, or
Ice, that may furnifb this Lake with the water that returns into if
7n September ? A. The Snow falls not till after the Lake is re-
turn’d. Therearediversconfiderable Riversin the Countries about
this Lake; but thefe furnith not this Lake, but run a contrary
way. And I could not learn, whether thefe Rivers did increafe
or decreafe upon the defcent or return of the water of this Lake.

7. Q. How thofe that take the Fifh at the return of the water,
can remain at the place of the boles, when the water comes to rife
bigh and with force ¢ A.1afhrm, not that they takethe Fithwhen
the water afcends, but when it defcends. For, befides that the
water {preads fpeedily, the Prince of Eckenberg, who is Lord of
this Lake and the parts about it, will not permit them at that
time to make any fuch attempt, expecting to have the Lake reple-
nitht again with the Fith without diminithing them.

8. Q. Of what bignefs are thofe Holes, and whether the openings
of them are perpendiculer, or fide wayes 2 A. The Holes are of
different largenefs and figure ; {fome perpendicular at the begin-~

ning, and thenoblique; others obliqueat firft; fcarce two exactly
alike.  Such holes I have feen in other parts of Carnisle, andin
other Countries alfo. We have a Hole call’d Elden-hole, hot
made by art, but naturally in the mountain, in the Peak-country
of Darbyfbire, above 8o fathoms deep.

9. Q. How much the water ajtends in September, and in what
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Jpace of time 2 A. The water afcends fo plentifully, that it fills
the Lake in a fhort time, efpecially the Valleys; and the hole
in as fhort a {pace, as a Ficld of about two leagues long and one
broad can well be filled ; but I cannot determin it to a day: For,
fome years the water-arifeth {o plentifully, that it fills all about
Niderdorf, and almoft to Zirchnitz.

10. Q. Whether the water returning is turbid or clear 2 A. The
water that fpouts feems fomewhat clear in the Air, but being
{pread about, looks as formerly in the Lake.

11. Q, Whether the water being all return d in September remazns
until the monttk of June following at one and the fame bight? A. The
water is not alwayes at thefamehighth, but fomewhat differino ac-
cerding unto rains, fnows, or drought; and they are fenfible of its
highth by the tops of the hills in it and and its fpreading towards
Zirchnitz; butitalters not very much till it begins to go away.

12. Q. Whether no River enters this Lakes; and whetber it have ns
other way of difcharge but by thefe fubterrancous Openings? A. No
River enters it, but only inconfiderablé Rivolets on the South and
Eaft-fide; nor hath it any other difcharge known, butby the holes.

13. Q. Whether the Scituation of this Lake in Refpect of the neigh-
bouring Country be not very high¢ A. The Country is high about
the Lake, but the Lake is not high in refped of the Country
near it, but low. Travelling from thisLake towards Idrzz, a place
noted for Quickfilver-mines, I tound the country mountanous;
there are Mountains between it and Iffriz, and betwecen it and
the Sea ; there are Mountains in Dalmatia, and alfo towards Croa-
tia, and upon divers Mountains in other Countries there are wa-
ters replenifht with fith, as upon mount Cenis.

14. Q. Whether there be not fome neighbouring Hills, the laff Ire
of which melting in June, may open a paflage to the water of this
Lake, and which beginning again to freeze in September, may flop
again the paflage, and force the water to return into.this Lake? A.
1 did not hear of any Mountain near it, the Ice of which melting
might open a paflage to the water of this Lake; but probably
this Lake may hold dependance of, and communication: with
fome fubterraneous great Lake or Magazin of water belonging
to thefe Hilly regions, which when full, and running over. may
vent itfelf with force and plenty into this field, and when fcant
of water, abforbe and drink-in the fame again ; the water of the
Lake returning but from whence it came, having no River run--
ning out of it, whereby to be.difcharged. :

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15. Q. Whether this Lake frezeth, and whether it hath many
Jountains on its banks or comming from near bills? A. It freezeth
in the Winter like other Liakes : So the Vifhes of this Lake have a
clofer habitation than thofe in others; for they are under the Ice
a part of the Winter, and under the Earth a part of the Summer.

16. Q. What changes the Fifbermen find on that flone they call
the Fither-ftone, thereby to conjecture the time when the water is to
run away? A. Thatwhich they call the Fifber-flone, is alargeftone
upon one of the Hills or elevated parts of the FFicld, whichwhen-
foever it appears above water, the Fithcrmen, being upon the
Lake, ‘take notice of it, and know thereby, that in a few dayes
the water will retire under ground.  Ifor, after the filling of the
Lake in September, the water never decreafcth {o low again, as to
let the Fifber-ftone appear ull it begins to retire under ground.

mete find, he had in that courfe advanced far enough to change
his courfeinto that of Soush-Eajt or South, and {o to difcover Chi~
ney, Catay, or Jfapan: But he was diverted from this purpofe by
his company, though he perfified until death in that opinion of
his, wiz. that thatway of failing far to the North of Nova Zembla,
where there was a {patious Sea, free from Ice, andlefs cold than
at a more Southerly Latitude, was the moft probable way of
difcovering the Eafl~Indres on that fide of the World.
