3. He notesit pag 136, tobe very obfervable that no Animal
befides Birds, can lears, or, by any means, be taugh- to fpeak, or to
imitate a mans voice: Wemayadd, Nor yet to imitate, and much
lefs to emulate Mans finging, or any mufic made by manj; As our
Author records a hotand continued contention between a Gentle-
man of his Acquaintance, and a Nightingale free in a Grove, for
the viory in{inging, 79 ; which fory fuppor:s the credit of the
old contention between the Nightinga'e and the Luteni(t, celebrated
in the Elegant Poclie of Famianns Strada.  And the famous Lord
Peyreske gave his vote,(as Gaffendns tells us ) for the mufic of Birds
above any Harmmony that man can wmake. And the mufic of Birds
is then fiveetelt, when they are free, and at full liberty, (and cannot
complain of reftraint) in a Grove ; and where they can choofe
their Conforts, and the places, and poftures of approach or di-
france, and with choice of Echoes, asour Au:hor noted in the
Nightingals and Wood-larks , two Nightingals to tivo Wood larks,
=9. And we have notfeen any Animals more fondly loving to
Mankind, than Birds.  And it feems eafie to tame Birds to refort
to what Groves we pleafe, (and fome have perforimed it;) thereto
build cheir Nefts, and tobreed up their young, on'y tieing furnifh-
ed with fit materialsat hand: And forfuchascannot bear cur Win.
zer, orour Summer, they may infeafon be invited into clean en-
ciofures. And when at liberty, they may be confined to one Grove
or Thicket adorned with fragrant and hea'th-breathing Trecs 3 and
#Trighted from fruiefu! Groves, where they are hurtfuls though

neither
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neither be many furlongs diftant from each other, nor from the
Lords Manfion. .

Neither is there fcarceany Animalfo fierce, but may be tamed
by Mufic, or by fomeother way of Cicuration ; molt of them for
Human ufe.For proof of which, I referr to two ingenuous Chapters,
the 874 chapt. of Mufie, and the 112h of The Art of taming wild
Beafls, inthe brief Treatife of Human Induftry,or Of Human Wit;
which deferves to be correted, and reprinted, and continually
augmented, as Arts grow on ; fo that this Treatife may grow on, as
Didionaries have grown to more perfe&ion, Thefe are for words
and difcourfes ; That for Realities, Arts, and Sciences.

Since the moft furious of Mankind, and the fierceft of other A-
nimals may be tam’d by Mufic (as is there inftanced chap,5.) and
fince the Crocodile, Serpents, Fifhes, and Sea-monfters may Le
made fond and ferviceable to Mankind, (as is copioufly there in-
ftanced chap. 11.) we may thence hope and prefume, that the Ci-
curation of all Animalsin the Groves and Woods, in the Wildernefs,
Seasand Rivers,may hereafter come into more efteem,and into more
general ufeand pradiife, than now it is 5 'and more compleatly to
affert Mans dominicn over this whole Globe, than hitherto is at-
tained,

And that this difcipline is not a very Novelty, but (of old) be-
longing to Agriculture, according to the ftaunch method of learn-
ed Varro, whenhe was 8o yearsold; we have his teftimony /.3. ae
ve ruftica,c.13, QDuintus Orphea vocari juffit, qui cum eo venifiet cum

Jhold, & cithari, & cantave effet juffus, buccinam inflavit, 1bi tanta
circumfluxit nos cervorum, aprorum, ¢ carerarum quadrupedum mul:
titudo, ut non minus formofum mihi vifum [it [pectaculum, quim in cir-
60 maximo &dilinm non fine Africanis beflits ciim fiunt venationes,

And /3. c.17. he gives us the like teltimony of the obedience
and attention of Fifhestothe Pipe.  Quwosproinde pifces (faith the
Interlocutor) #t facri fint, ac [anctiores, quanms illi in Lydiz, quos [a-
erificantitibi, Varro, adtibicinem Gracum gregatim venifie dicebss
ad extremum littus, atqne arams § quod eos capere anderet nemo. ----Sic
hos pifces nemo cocus in jus vocare audet..

"T1s not now for our credit, toloofe any ground or footing of
the Dominion,which our Anceftors long fince acquired.’Tis a noble
Work, and work enough for fome ages to come.  Statins Sylvarum
1.2. Leo manfuetus Imp. reports the tamenefs and couragious fervice-
ablenefs of Domitians huge Lion: Quid
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Quid qusd abire domo, rur fiifque in clauflra vevert:
Suetws, & i capti jam [ponte recedere preda,
Infertafque manus leto dimittere morfis, &c.

Our American Colonies are concern’d for the one, and for the o-
ther; forthe taming of Manand Beafts ; boththe Savages,and the
Wilderneffes, And fome have a peculiar faculty and promprnefs
for both. But to tame the wild and favage Man, is the hardeft task,
as Xenophon (aith, m1i{de jaftor dpxew, § dvdpamp 5 and as Seneca ,
Nullum et animal bomine morofins, ant majore arte tractandum. Yet
we hear, That the Savages inmany parts, tor a good guft in dreffing
the Venifon which they have taken, and for other uncoftly gratifi-
cations, will prove better hunters, then our beft Kennels ; and very
ferviceable upon the boldeft and moft difficult adventureson the
Land, or inthe Water.  And as thofe Singing-birds (in the opini-
on of fome) are tamed to beft purpofe, whichare free, and at call,
in the Groves ;3 f{o alfoare thofe Savages tamed beft, who tafte the
trueft freedom in Civil Government, and Civil Manners, in good
Difcipline,and ina life of agreeable delights, and reafonable fa-
tisfation.  This were to retrive the prudence of the old Romans,
whilft they raifed their Empire : Then they reclaimed more Barba-
rians by their ingenious Civilities, than they fubdued by epprefi-
onand force, asis gravely teftified by Sal#ff.  But, when they
became unnatural by their luxury and divifions, then they fuffered
the Inundations, and fell under the feet of Barbarians,

And no Treat can be more fafe, innocent, and effe@tual for an un-
reclain’d people, toreduce them to apply their ears tozhe beft do-
cuments, than Mufic; Sometimes to make their Wildernefs eccho
with the Trumpet, Cornet, and Joudeft Mufick ; Sometimes to
cheerupall with the merry Flagellate, Flute, Fife,and Pipe : And
when the game isended, to fweetenall with the Lute, Harps , and
Violins;
