An Extracl of a Letter fromthe Reverend and learned
Dr. John Wallis, to the Publisker Dr. Robert
Plot; concerning two wery large Stone Chimney-
pieces s with apeculiar fort of Arch-work thereon.

! EAving been lately at Edgecot in Northamptonfoire,

at the houfe of Tobias (hancey E{q; he fhewed me
ip an ancient Kitchin (now difufed ) two Chimney's,
vaftly large , of Stone-work. Which Itook the more
notice of, becaufc of a peculiar way of Arch-work in tho
T'ront of them; whereby, without the advantage ofa Dif-
charger of Timber { which isufual, in fuch cafes, to de-
fend the Arch-work from being over burdened;) an
Arch of maffy Stounc(ineach of them) fuftains it feif,
at a great leneth, though almoft upon aflat, (being
very little raifed in the middle.) Whickh, becaufe it feem-
ed to me fomewhat extraordinary, 1 caufed a draught,
of oncofthem, tobe defigned 5 asin the paper here ad-
joincd. In which, the lower Arch-work (very little
raifed from aflat) is made of great Stones, {o locked
into oncanother, as appearsin the Figure : that there
might be the lefs danger of anyonedroppingout ( or
being forced down) to the deftruction of the whole.

Over which ( after fome walling interpofed ) there is
anethc
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another Arch ( to defend the former ) more raifed from
the lat (than was the former ) made of leffer Stones, and
with ftraightjoints; (notlocked asthe tformer. ) Over
all which, the walling was continued upwards (inan or-
dinary way of walling, ) forming ( with the Back ) two
vaft Tunnels of Stone; and, between them (over the
middle of the Chimney )a great Window. The Dimca-
fions of all, 1 have thought fit here to {ubjoin.
