But what I have mentioned
was apother turn mere, {o that.the wheels were-again in
Statuquo; and the Horfe notin the leaft difordered. = If
the Hocfe fhould be intheleaft unruly, with-the help of
one pin, youdifengage him from the Ca/e/b without any
Inconvenience. I my felf have been once overtarnd,and
knew it pot till I lookt up, and faw the wheel flat over
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my head;and if a Man went with his Eyes fhut, he would
imagine himfelfin the moft {mcoth way, tho’ at the fame
time there be 3 foot difference in the herght ofthe ground
of eachwheel. . In fine, we have made {o.many and fo
various experiments, and are fo well fatisfied of the ufe-
fullnefs-of the Invention; that we have each of us be-
fpoken one; they are not (Plain,) above fix or eight
pound a piece,
