There are
yet a multitude that have efcaped us, becaufe they arc in the
Corn, which is too forward to be gone into, without {poil-
ing it. 'They have undone the People of our Parts, who had
no Harveft the laft Year, and it will coft above joo0c Livers
to deftroy chem this Year. They have taken them in Abun-
dance in the neighbouring Villages. - If this care had not
been taken, there would have been enough of them to have

eaten up the Corn of the whole Province,

Whereas in the lafp Tranfaclion an Hiftorical Account was
promifed of the Trade Winds, the Patience of the Reader is
entreated till the next 5 for by rezz/o’n of the Abfence of a Per-
Jon extraprdinarily knowing in this Matter, whofe Informa-
tion was thought neccflary, the fard Account could not as yet
be perfected.
