1. Horti Indici Malabarici.

Pars Septima, Olava, & Nonas with fome
Remarks npon then.

HE Six firft ‘Tomes being abbreviated in the Phi/o-

Joph. Tranfait. N. 145, and N. 198. This proceeds
with the 7¢h, 82h and gth, the fruitful Product of that
great Mecenas of the Botanick, and other Natural Stu-
dies, the Noble Heer Parn Rheed, whofe vaft Deligns be-
ing not confin'd to Afia alone, have already furvey’d
and defcri’d the moft luxuriant part of Africa, which
he intends to publith (after the finithing of thefe his
Oriental Difcoveries) with the fame Fidelity, Exa&nefs
and Magpificence that we fee in the admirable Work
before us.

The 7th Part treats of Scandent and Bacciferous
Shrubs, the greateft part whereof were never taken
notice of by any Writer, or elfe but very imperfettly
touch’d upon : As the Natsjatam or Bartavalli, whichis
the Cocculus Indicus of our Shops, usd in Ointments
or Paftes for the intoxicating of Fifh, and driving away
Lice and Vermine. It is {emper-virent, and grows in
fandy places up.and down the Kingdom of Malalar, and
ether Eaftern Countries = The Leaves are thick fet, of
the fhape of aHeart, and of a bitter tafte. The Flowers
come out im Clufters, are monopetalofe, with five La-
cinie or Incifures, all reflected, like thofe of the Nighs-
fhade, fending forthan Odour like that of Eldar. To

thefe:
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thefe fucceed the Fruit, refembling Grapes, only tis mo-
wococ s firft green, then white, afterwards red, and laltly
(when ripe) black. The Judians beat the whole Plant
up with Ginger, {pread it upon Flanel, and fo take off
their Corns, and f{often their Feet ; {ometimes they ufe
only the Fumigationof the Root burnt with Bufalo’s Ex-
crements and the Bambon Reed. After the Hiftory of
the Cocuus Indicus, the Publifher gives us 4 forts ot Ga-
niram, all a-km to the Nux Pomica of our Shops, of
which more in the next:

Schembra-valli, and Pallia-Pira Pitica {cem to be
two wild Viges, climbing up the Trees in thick Woods ;
they (as alfo many other Plants in the hot . Climates)
are never divefted of Leaves and Fruit, (of which there
will be both green and ripe at the fame time) always
flowring and bearing through the whole year under a
kind Sun, whof¢ Influence is ngt {0 bountiful to the Ex-
ropean Regions.

Malago-Codi is our round, black and white Pepper,
whichare the fame, only the latter is decorticated. Caz-
tu-Tirpali is the long Pepper of the Indians, which
they chew with Calx and the Nut Zaafel, (the Fruit of
a Palm pamed Aregua) colouring their Spittle with a
red TinGure. Thefe three Species of Pepper, with
two more of the fame Family, are all fully defcrib’d, and
exactly figur'd in this 7¢/ Tome.

Cari villandi, a fort of Sarfaparilla, for which tis
us'd by the Natives of Malabar ; ’tis not unlike the
American Smilax, calld Fupecanga by bargraveand Pifo,
and Macaparli by Hernandez and Recchus, who make 4
Species of Sarfa, all bacciferous.

Mendoni, or the Lilium Superbum Zeylanicum, one of
the choiceft Ornaments of the Englifb and Duzch Gar-
dens, growing up to a very high ftature.  The Gentiles
afcribe ftrange Vertues to the Root in Sympathy, In-
cantations, and other Magick Operations.  The Fruit
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(or rather. Excrefcence) fticking to the Root, ftops and
curbs the proud Flefh of Ulcers, and is fuccefsfully giw
en in difficult Births.

To thefe we might add many other rare Plants con-
tain'd inthis 7#h part: As 4 forts of Iudian Ivy, not
unlike eur Trifoiiute and Quinquefoliate Creepers : Se-
veral Exotick Night-fbades, one refembling our Dulca-
mara ; great variety of Battata’s, or Ricophora's, very
near a-kin to our Potatees, being alfo of general ule in
the Kitchins of India. A curious fort of Cxfcuta or
Dodder, running up and choaking the Eoughs of Trees.
A beautiful Scandent Reed like the Rotang, with many
others.

T_, HE 825 Tome defcribes and figures 51 herbace-
ous and arborefcent Plants, the greateft part of
them pomiferous or leguminofe. v
The firft 23 Species may be all referr’d to the Pum-
pions, the Coloquintida’s, the Cucumbers, the Balfom
Apples, the Paflion Flowers or Maracocks, of all which
there are great Varieties in both the Zudies.
Modira-caniram , Tab. 24. pag. 47. contains in its
Fruit the round flat Stone or Seed, commonly calld in
our Shops the Nux Pomica: The Wood of this Tree is
faid to bethe True Lignum Colubrinum, a-kin to the Ca-
wivam of theFir(t Tome of this Work, Fig. 37. pag.67,
68. whichis the Famous Antidote or Specifick againft
the Bitings of that Indian Serpent, call'd by-the Porzu-

guefes,
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_guefes Cobra Copello, whofe flat Head is mark'd with the
Figure of a pairof Spectacles. This Viper or Serpent
I have feen in Mr. Charltor’s excellent Mufeum. The
Juice of the Leaves (though poyfonous) apply’d ex-
ternally, drives away the Gout calld Pualvida by the
Indians of Malabar.  Breyrius in his Second Prodromss
makes the Caniram, and ModitsCaniram to be Tree
Night-fhades, Solanum arboream Indicum maximum foliis
Oenopliee five Nepece,&c. pag. 92,93. But whetherthe
Nux Votnica 1s properly the seed of'a Solanum, 1 leave
to the more nice Botanifts to determine.

Amongft the Leguminof€ Plants of this 8¢5 Part, the
Perim-kaku-valli is remarkable, which bears a.prodigi-
ous large Lobe, containing 3o great flat Beans, out of
each whereof they make entire Purfes and Snuff-boxes :
Thefe Seeds are call’d by fome Cor Saniti Thome, and
by others Fabe purgatrices. They are {fo common and
plentiful in the Hlands and Continent of India, that
whole Ships may be loaded with them.

Nai-€oranna is the Phafeolus Surattentis Siliqud hirfutd
pungente, or our Couage, whofe bliftering or pricking is
{foon cur’d by the Herb call’d. Zhumba. The Pod and
Seed of this Kidney-bean are efteem’d high provocatives
to Venery, (perhapsby the {ame reafon that Canthari-
des are) and a fuccefstul Medicine in Dropfies. - There
is another Species of this pungent Couage in Malabar
call'd Kaku-valli, a-kin to, if not the fame with the Ma-
couna of Brafil, defcrib’d by Margrave and Pifo.

Schanga-Cufpi 1s the Flos Clitorius of Breynius, the
Juyce is Vomitive, and the root Purgative. Xomni a
fort of Abrus or Liguorice, whofe Beanis commended in
the Hemorrhoids. — Awa- Mullu, call'd by the Portuguefes
Hafticanto and Fabas Targuefca, remarkable for its many
Galls or Excrefcencies full of Infects, as alfo for its ftron
fharp Prickles, with which the Isdians bore their Ears
for the hanging of their various Pendents of Gold and

Precious
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Precious Stones.  Paers and Katu Paern, calld by the
Chinefes Lak Goetum, two moft delicious FPhafeoli, or
Kidney-beans, cultivated by the Orientals with extream
diligence as the beft {ort of aourithment. Penarvalli,
refembling the Ahovai of Thevet in its Fruit, hanging
down like Bandaliers, hence calld Fruita Bandolieraty
the Portuguefes. This Plant is usdas a powerful Anti-
{pafinodick by the Zadians. The reft of the Herbs in
this 8¢ Tome may be referr'd to the Halicacabum, Ari-
folochia Clematitis, and the Phafeolus, of the laft of
which there are many Species in this Volume.

Horti Malabarici,
Pars Nona.

‘HE 92 Part.gives us the full Hiftory of 8~ Plants
T with their livelylcons. ‘The firlt 17 are all 4po-
cynum’s, {ome creeping, others{candent, and fome ar-:
borefeent, relembling Neriums or Oleanders : of thefe
there is a wonderful Varicty in Malabar, differing in
their Lanigerous or Cotton-like Seed Veflels ; their mil-
ky Juyces are generally corrofive and poyfonous,

The Zodda vaddi of our Author, 74b. 19. is the
Herba Vivaof Acefta, which grows in many Provinces
of Perfia ; ’tisefteem’d asa great Traumatick and Li-
thonthriptick.

Colerta-Veetla, calld by Dr. Herman Eryngium Zey-
danicum febrifugum, floribus luteis. ‘The Indians chew
the Leaves inftead of Betel with the Faufel or Arequa,
and give the Juice in the 4pthz or Thrufb.

There are alo in this g2h Volume feveral {orts of
Trifoliate and Quinquefoliate Simapiftrums, many papili-
onaceous and winged Plants referable to the Ferrum Equi-

nim,
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wum, Afiragalus, Onobrychis, to the ZEfchynomene’s, FHer-
ba Cafta, Mimofd's, to the Senfizive and Fumble Plants,
to the Geniffella Tinftoria. Of the Crotalaria (calld (o
from the ratling of the Seed, which the little Zndians
play with) there are 5 or 6 different kinds. The
reft are a-kin to the Euphrafia, Pulmonaria, Verbafcum,
Perficaria, Digitalis, Hedera terreftris, Lyfimachia. Of
the Sefamum we have two diftinct Species "in this part,
as allo of the Teucrium, &c. with accurate Defcriptions,
Figures and Ufes ; for all which the Work it felf may
be confulted.

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II. 4 Colle€tion of Curions Travels and Voyages,
in Two Tomes. The firft containing Dr. Le-
onhart Rauwolff’s Itinerary into the Eaftern
Countreys, ¢vc. The Second taking in many
parts of ‘Greece, Afia Minor, Egypt, Ara-
bia, &ve. from the Obfervations of Monfienr
Belon, Mr. Vernon, Dr. Spon, Dr. Smith,
Dr. Huntingdon, Mr. Greaves, and athers.
To which are added Three Catalogues of
Plants growing in the Levant. By John Ray,
S. R. §.

HIS Work contains the Obfervations of fo many

curious and learned Travellers, that it may juft-

1y be efteemed the moft Judicious and Choiceft Colle¢tis

on that ever was yet publifh’d of the Levanz, and fome
other adjacent Countries.

The firft Itinerary is that of Dr. Leonard Rauwolff
who under the Protection and ‘Encouragement of the
Houfe of Aaffria, travel'd into many of the Eaftern
Parts of the World, where he made it his principal
bufinefs to vifit all the Shops, Ware-houles, Exchanges,
Gardens, Woods, &c. in order to learn their Drugs,
Merchandifes, Arts, Sciences, Trades, and the Produéts
of Nature, moft of which he brought home with him,
The late Jfaac Poffius kept 4 large Volumes of Rauwolff’s
Collections, as one of the rarelt Cimeliim's in all his Li-
brary. Thefe are now preferv’d with great Care at

Leyden
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Leyder, and fhewn to Strangers amongft the many Cu-
riofities of that flourithing Univerfity.

Ranwolff begins his Voyage at 4u/parg, from whence
he travel'd to Marfeilles, and there embark’d for Zripo-
/i, touching in his Paflfage upon many Iflands of the
Mediterranean Seay as Scicily, Malta, Candy, and Cypras.
He defcribes with great exactnef(s the City of Zripols,
with its Fruitful Neighbourhood and Trade; heis very
particular in his Account of the ftately Baguio’s, of the
Caravanzeries, the Batzars, the Fundiques, and indeed
of all their publick and private Buildings : He tells us
the ways how the Zurks prepare their Rufma, their Soap
and Pot-afhes, and afterwards enumerates the Trees,
Shrubs and Herbs growing in the adjacent Countrey :
He doth not omit the common Obfervations of other
Travellers relating to Offices, Employments, Manners,
Cuftoms, Habits, Religions, Diet, &.

From Zripoli he proceeds to Aleppo, the greatelt Em-
porium of all the Eaft, laying down very minutely the
Rout he took. 1 need only take notice here, that the
Author thews the fame Exactne(3 and Diligence in defcri-
bing Aleppo as he did before in Tripoli ; but the Traf-
fick here being much more confiderable, he therefore is
Ehe more induftrious about the Drugs and Merchan-

ize.

From Aleppo he travels to Bir, and {0 down the Ex-
phrates to old Babylon, defcribing 1n this Paflage the Ci-
ty of Racka, Deer, and Ana, with many Obfervations up-
on the Arabians, and upon feveral places of Chaldwa,
efpecially the Ruines of O/d Babylon: He afterwards
gives a tull Defcription of Bagdez.

HisReturn from Bagder is through Affyria, the Con-
fines of Perfia, and the Province of the Carters. to the
River Zigris, and to Mofell, the old Nineve ; then he con-
tinues his Journey through Mefopotamia by the way of
Zibin and Orpha to Bir, and {o to Aleppo, and Tripoli
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again. Here he gives us a moft accurate Account of
Mount Libanus, which hefurvey’d with that diligence,
as never any Traveller didbefore him.

From7ripoli he goes to Joppa, and {o to Ferufalem,
vie ing the greateft part of Palestine, and deicrioing
all the Holy Places, withthe feveral Sects ot Chriffians
inkabiting there; he never omits the Plants he obferv’d
growing up and down. Afterwards he embarks at 77«
poly for Penice, and fo from thence he returns into Ger-
many, loaded with the Spoilsof the Eaft.

The Second Tome of thefe Collections contain great
Varicty : As Firft, Several of Monfieur Belon’s Itineraries
and Voyages, to Candy, Mount Athoes, from thence thro’
Macedonia to the Siver and Gold Mines, and {o thro’
Thrace to Conftantinople, and from thence into Zgyps.
This curious French-man was {ent with Petras Gyllius to
Travel, and wrire the Hiftory of Quadrupeds, Birds,
Fiihes, Infects, Plants and Foffils, at the Expence and
urder the Patronage of that great Reftorer of Learning,
Francis the Firft, of immortal-Memory.

Secondly, Mr. Pernon’s Travels thro’ part of Ifria,
Dalmatia, Pelopownefus, Attica, and Afta Minor. This
worthy Gentleman always carried along  with him feve-
ral ufeiul Iviathematical Inftruments, and was exaé in his
Latirudes : Great things migat have been expected from
him, if he had not been uniortunately kill'd in Perfa.

Thirdly, The Plants obferv'd by Sir- George Wheeler
in Greece.

Fourthly, Several Mifce!laneous Obfervations made
by. Dr. Smith during his Travels in the Zarkifb Empire,

Fifthly, Mr.Greaves. his Accounts of the Latitude of
Conflantinople, and. of the AZgyptian Pyramids. This
Learned. Mathematician feems very exa&: in his Calcus
lations and Meafurss, being furnithed ia his Travels with
all thingg neceffary for Oblervation.

Sixthly,
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Sixthly, The Zgyptian Obfervations of Profper Al-
pinus, who refided and pratiled Phyfick feveral Yearsat
Grand Caire, and afterwards for hs great Merit was ap-
pointed Botanick Proteiior at Padua, by tie particular
Order of the Commonwealth of Penice.

To thefe we find added wu this Second Tome {ome cu-
rious Remarks of Dr. Huntingdon ; asallo feveral [tinera-
ries and Voyages into many parts of Aribia, as to
Mecha and Medina, to Meha, Aden, Zenan, Doffar, &ec.
and allo into Athiopia or Habeffinia, with the fevera]
ways of getting into that Kingdom, extracted from Au-
thentick Inftruétions. Amongft thefe are inferted fome
Obfervations upon the Red Sea, for all which the Book
it felf may be confuited, ascontaining mnany. things not
commonly known, and therefore the more to be va-
lued.

At the end are inferted three Catalogues of {fuch T'rees,
Shrubs and Herbs, as have been obferved to grow wild
in Greece, Syria, Zgypt, Candy,&c. TheNames given
by Rauwolff, Bellonius. Honorio Belli, &c. being either
Arabian coes from Awvicen, Serapio, Mefua and Rhazas ;
or Greek from Theophraftus and Diofcorides ; or elle Bar-
barous from the prefent Inhabitants: "T'was thought
therefore convenient to add the new Names of late Wri-
ters, which do -much illuftrate the whole. For this Ad-
dition of Catalogues the Publick is wholly oblig’d to the:
Pains and Skill of Mr. Ray.
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
