viz. Whether there being already good Defcriptions in
Words of the Excellent Piftures and Bafle Relieves thar
are about Perfepolis at Chilmenar, yet none very particu-
lary fome may not be found fufficiently skilled in thofe
parts, that might be engaged to make a Draught of the
Place, and the Stories their piltar'd and carved. = This
Defire of the Royal Society, as I believe, it hinted at a
Summary Deligeation, which might be perform’d by a
Man qualify’d inafew days, taking his owa opportuni-
ty for the avoiding much Expence, { which you know
they are never able to bear:) So I cannot but think
Mr. Flower conceived it to be a bufine(s much eafier to
perform then he found it upon the place, where he {pent
a great deal of Timeand Money, and dying fuddainly
after, left his Draughts and Papers difperfed in f{evera]

Marble at Nofurestand, diftant a League from Chabel-
manare, or the ancient Perfepolis, one whereof is f{aid
to be Alexander’s, the other Ruftram’s, (a Famous Hero
fuppofed to have lived about the time of Cambyjes.)

N 1. This Chara@er hath fome Similitude with the
Ancicnt Hebrew, but the Perflans would have it their
own, tho’ they underftand not a Letter.. Mr. 7.

N 2. In thefe Lines the places are prickt where the
Letters were defaced and not perceptible. Mr. £,

N 4. Thefe two Lines were writ entire on Raffram’s
Horfe. Mr. F.

N 3. Thisis the (Arabick) Perfran Charater cngra-
ven at Perfepolis not above 0o years fince, andis Little
different from the Writing us'd at this day. Mr. £

N 5. This Charaéter, whether it be the ancient Wri-
ting of the Gaures or Gabres, ora kind of Zelefmes is
found ounly at Perfepolis, being a part of what is there
engraven in white Marble, and isby no Man in Perfia
legibie or underftood at this Day.
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A Learned Jefuit Father, who deceafed three -years
fince, affirmed this Character to be known and ufed in
Agypt.

It feems written from the Left Hand to the Right, and
to confift of Pyramids, diverfly pofited, but not joyned
together. As to the Quantity of the Infcriptions, Zer-
bert reckon'd in one large Table Twenty Lines of a
prodigious Breadth. Of this fort here are diftia& Pa-
pers, each of {everal Lines.

N6. This Character is likewife engraved at Perfe-
polis, of like Antiquity with the former.. It has fome
Affinity with the Syriack and Arabick,and has been pre-
tended to be underftood by fome of the Padres.
