¢ the unaccountable firing of Sixteen Ricks of Hay, and
¢ two Barns, whereof one was full of Corn, the other
¢of Hay. T call it unaccountable, becaufe ’tis evident
¢ they were not burnt by common Fire, but by a kind-
¢ led Exhalation, which was often fecn to come from
¢ the Sea.  Of the duration whereof I cannot at pre-
¢ fenz give you any certain Account, but am fatisfied it
¢ lafted at leaft a Fortright or three Weeks; and annoy’d
¢ the C untry as we!! by Poyfoning uheir Grafs as Firing
¢ the Hay, for the fpacc of a Mile, or thereabouts. Such
¢ as have fen the Fire, fay, “twas a blew weak Flameg

¢ own, of the Caufes, and if pofible, alio the Remedy
