T {uppofe there s
encugh in the Glafs for you to Experiment, and to
thew to the Viriuofos [ made the Spirit by Diflil-
ling 2 or 3 Pound of Benzoin with alittic {and in a Re-
tort, ad Siccitatem, and put the Oll, Spirit, and Flow-
ers altogether into a Paper Filtre, and the Spirit which
came firlt thro’ is that which I have fent.

The Experiment abovementioned was tried before the
Royal Society, and fucceeded as above related, but rhe
Circumflantes muft be diligently attended, or elfe ir will
not fucceed.
