" Promifed Sir Jobn Hoskyns lalt Week, to fend the So-
§ ciety an Account of a very extraordinary Hail, that
feil in thefe Parts on the 29thof April laft, fince which
T have farther enquired into the Circumftances of it,
i order to make the Relation as exalt as I might. The
Vapour that difpofed the Aqueous Parts thus to congeal
came with a South-Weft Wind out of Carnarvan-fhire,
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
