IX. An Account of Books.

1. Mufeo di Fifica & di Efperienze, &c.
By Signior Boccone ; with additional Remarks
by Mr. John Ray, F. R. §.

HIS Book is made up of many curious Obfer-

vations, Natural and Medicinal, about various
Subjects, not digefted into any certain Method, but
mifcellaneoufly difpoftd : Each Obfervation dedicaied to
fome Noble or Learned Perfon.

The Four firft Oblervations are concerning that
dreadful Earthquake that happened in Sicily, in the Year
1693. and contain 2 particular and exalt Account of all
the Accidents and Effe&s or Confequents of it. It had
Two main Fits or Concuffions, which may be called
Two diftinét Earthquakes : - The Firft was on the oth
of Fanuary, about Five Hours after Sun-Set. The Se-
cond was on the rith of the fame Month, at about
Twenty one Hours of the Day, according to the Jralian
Account. This was ftupendous beyond Humane Ima-
gination, and lafted about Four Minutes with fierce Pul-
fations, the Earth {o leaping up and rebounding, thac
it was impoflible for 2 Man to keep himfelf on his Feet,
unlefs he ftcod ftill, firm, without Motion: And he that
caft himfelt, or was caft down upon the Ground with
his whole Body, was toffed toand fro, and carried from
one place to another by the Shocks I fhall not men-
tion acy Particulars; there baving been a full and ex-
a& Account and Defcription of this Earthquake inferted
in thefe Tranfa&ions.

The Fifth Obfervation is concerning Yellow Amber,
or Succinum, and its Original. He endeavours by ma-

ny Arguments to prove, that Amber is nothing elfe but
Naphtha
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Naphtha, or Oleum Petrolenm coagulated or condenfed.
I was told by a Chymift at Montpelier, That Oleum Pe-
trolenm was the fame with Oyl of Jet or Gagates, and
not to be diftinguithed by Colour, Tafte, Smell, Con-
fitency, Vertues, or any other Accident, as he had by
Expericnce found, which renders Signior Boccone’s Opi-
nion probable, there being great Affinity between Jet and
Amber.

The Sixth Obfervation is about fome Alealick and
Medjcinal Earths of 12aly, particularly the Terra Pirgi-
ne aurea, known in Penice by its Salutary Efle@s: This
1s found in the State of Modena, at a Place called San.
Paolo , near the City of Reggio. It is of great Ufe in
putrid and maligoant Fevers, in Hypochondriacal Paffi-
ons, above all it is wonderfulin ftopping Hemorrhagies
or Fluxes of Blood.

The Seventh Obfervation gives us an Account of the
Powder of Claramont ({o called from the Name of the
Author, who hath written a little Book about it) or
Zerra de Baira, becaule it is found at a Place called Baira
near Palermo. ltis found alfo in other Places of Sicily,
and is of a White Colour. It hath the fame Vertuesand
Ufes with the Terra Vergine aurea. He fpeaks alfo in
this Obfervation of the Mineral Bezoar-Stone of Giraldis
nus ; and of the Zerra Melitenfis or Petra S. Pauli, and
gives us the Receipt of the Pulvis of Fondacare. More
Experiments of the Vertues of Zerra de Baira he givesin
the Twelfch Obfervation.

The Eighth Obfervation gives a farther Account of the
Lapis Bezoar. Mineralis foffilis of Sicily, which is a kind
of Geodes : This reduced to Powder, and given in a con-
venient Vehicle, is of great ufe in Malignant Fevers,Small
Pox and Worms, &'c, Of this Stone he hath treated large-
ly in his Recherches (8 O4fervations Natarelles, Printed
at Amfterdam.

The
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The Ninth prefentsus with {everal forts of Terra Lem-
nia. 1."Onetound near the City of Roan in Normaudy.
2. One found in the Mountains of Siexa, agreeing in all
Points with S. Paul’s Easth of Malta. 3. Oue found in
the Mountain of Maiello in Abruzzo, which our Author
thinks a fit Succedancum of the Terra Virgine anrea fore-
mentioned. In this Obfervation the Unicornu foffile is
briefly touched.

The Tenth adds more forts of 7ema Lemnia, as that
of Mililla in Sicily, and the Terra Bezoartica of Nocera,
which he accounts a {ort of Lemwia. Thisis endowed
with Alexipharmac Vertues, being tound by Experience
to be very efficacious againft Malignaat Fevers, Heat of
Urine, and Fluxes of Blood. It agrees in Tafte, Smell
and Vertues with that of Lemnos or Malta. The Agua
Santa or Agua di Nocera (defcribed by Aunibal Camillus
in a certain Treatife of his) runnicg through the Mine or
Veins of this Terra Lemsuia, impregnates its (elf with the
Particles thereof, and thereby becomes fo cordial and
corroborant, that it works miraculous Efe&s in many
Difeafes, fo that itis the Glory of Iraly. It isto be ufed
as other mineral Waters.

In his Twelfth Obfervation he gives us a more exat
and particular Defcription of the Fungus typhoides cocci-
neus tuberofus Melitenfis; names many Places befides
Maita, where it is to be found, as about Zuwis in Barba-
ry, in a little Ifland near Cozzo, in divers places of Sicily,
efpecially near Trapaxi in the Salt-Works, and'in a little
I{land called Ronciglio, &c.” He commends it &5 a fove-
reign Medicine againft the Dyflentery, either taken in
Powder or made into a Syrup.

The Thirteenth is concerning an Urn found in Malta,
containing Athes and a Balfamick Liquor.

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The Fourteenth contains an Account of the Jtalian
Medicinal Manna, found and gathered not only in Cala-
4ria, but many other Places, which be Names, and al-
fures usthat it is no Celeftial Dew, or Me! Adereum, but
a Gum or Ex{udation of the Fraxinus rotundiore folio
C. B. or Ornus. But I meer with litile in this Obferva-
tion concerning Manna of Calabria, but what is 10 be
found in Botanick Books. Here he gives us an Account
of Four toris of Manna, found in the Eaflern Provinces,
which be received by Word of Mouth from a difcalceate
Carmelite Fryar, who was a Millionary into thofe Parts.
He {peaks in this Obfervation of a fort of Dew, which in
the lile of Corfica falls on the Leaves of fome Plants, in
clear, hot, and dry Weather, and condenfes into great
Drops, which being gathered by the Country-men, and
tafted, is found to be a delicate fweet Manna; but being
firuck by the Sun-beams, is inenfibly diffolved and dit-
fipated, leaving only upon the Leaves whereon it fell,

{ome Impreflions or fine Capfules of a white Colour.
The Fifteenth Obfervation concerns the Properties and
Medicinal Ufes of the Masna of Calabria. Here hegives
us a Proverb the Calabrians have concerning Maima. To
a fick Perfon that wants Phyfick they prefcribe, 74 e
piglia la. Manna, perche o ti fana, o ti ne Manna, i. e.
Manda, Go and take Manna, for either it will heal thee,
or elfe fend thee; v7z. to another Life. Which Proverb
had its Original from Experience of the unhappy Effect
that Manna hath bad upon fome fick Perfons, who hu-
ving taken it too old, have died by exceflive Purging,
But this is a Caution all Phyfitians give, not to take
Manna above a Year old.  Dr. Paulo Manfredi, a Phyfi-
cian of great Reputation at Rome, acquainted our
Author, That he had often experienced that Manna will
purge with great Convenience exhibited in a much lefs
Dofe than it is commonly given in, if diffolved in a co-
plous
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pious Liquor, wiz. One fingle Ounce in a Pound of
Broth or diftilled Water.

The Sixteenth is about the Venomous Spider or 7a-
rawtola of Corfica.. ‘The Iland of Corfica he tells us, pro-
daces neither Porcupines, Wolves, nor Vipers; burt in-
ftead of thefe lafl, it breeds venomous Spiders, called by
the Innsbitants Zarantola or Malmignatte. Of which
there are Two foris, the One hath a round Body, and
refembles the Tarantola of Apulia, and in like manner
bites, impretfing on all the Parts of the Perfon bitten,
an irreparable Cold with Pain and Cramps and Swelling
in the whole Superficies ot the Body. The other Spi-
der {tings, makes no Web, is in Shape of the Body like
toa Horfe-Ant, he hath but Six Feet ; whence it appears
to be really no Spider, but of the Ant-kind. Its finging
is attended with many dangerous Symptoms, as Livid-
nels of the Fleth, an intolerable Spafmus or Cramp,
fometimes ftopping of the Urine and natural Evacuation ;
a kind of Congelation of the whole Habit of the Bo-
dy. For Cure, they ufe Cupping, Scarification, burn-
ing the Wound, applying to it Theriaca, or Orvietan,
:énd giving inwardly firong Wine with Venice-Treacle to

rink.

The Seventeenth Obfervation is of the Taranrola of
Apulia, which is a beaten Subject, and of which more
hath been faid than is true. * Notwithftanding what our
Author hath written, I .am not fully fatisfied, that the
Dancing of the Tarantati to certain Tunes and Infiru-
ments, and that thefe Fits continue to recurre Yearly,
as long as the Zarantola that bit them lives, and then
ceale, are any other than a&ing Fictions and Tricks te
get Money. The Symproms that attend the biting of
the Tarantola of Apulia, as alfo the manner of Cure and
Remedies, are the fame with thofe mentioned in the

precedent Obfervation, The Stinging of a Scorpion
produces

produces the lame EffeGs with the biting of a Tarantola,
Ifa Zarantola be removed out of its natural Place, . g.
to Naples, Rome, @c. and there admitted to bite, it doth
no harm at all ; which is very unlikely ; but that the
Zarantole bred at Rome are innocent, is probable. 7ke
fame being experienced in the flinging of Scorpions, whick
in Africa is J:ar{/y, but in ltaly, if they are bred there,
Innocent : and I doubt not but that we in England bave the
Jfame Species of Spider with the Tarantola.

The Eighteenth Obfervation is about a venomous Spi-
der of Sardinia, whofe Bite is very dangerous, (welling
the whole Body, ®'¢. and caufing Death in a few Hours.
I’s cured. by Oyl Olive, in which the Creature is (affo-
cated, fct in the Sun in Summer-time, or upon a Stove
for fome Days, anointing the part therewith Morning
and Evening, and giving fome Treacle inwardly. Here
he difcourfes a little upon the Pietra de cobras, which he
thinks moft probably’to be a Mixture or compound
thing, not a fimple Body ; concerning the falutary Ef-
fes, whereof Naturalifts are not agreed, Signior Redi
ftoutly contradicting Father Kircher, with his Experi-
ments. In another Place he faith, that {Ome affirm,
that the Stones with which Signior Redi made his Ex-
periments,were not true and genuine ones; and here he
gives feveral Inftances of Cures wrought by the Ufe of
this Stone, well attefted.

The Nineteenth Obfervation is concerning Poifons,and
their Prefervatives or Antidotes. Here be gives us Two
Receipts of the tamous EleGtuary, called, Orvietan; and
faich, that he had found out, that {ome Empirick, no-
ted {cr the Preparation of this Medicine, put into it forne
Plants of  dfarabacca, and as many Stalks of Gratiola,
which are fo far from being Alexipharmical, that they
Purge with Violence, and gives an Account of this Pra-

&rife.  He fith, that he cannot, without Reluctancy,
believe
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believe that Afclepias is an Alexipharmick, becaus it is
fo like to Dogsbane, indeed it is a Species thereof, and
becaufe Phyficians never prefcribe it alone.

In the Twentieth he gives us more Antidotes againft
the Biting of the Zaraniola of Apulia. And here he
difcour(es concerning Signatures, which he approves,
and gives us Signatures of feveral Plants of his own Ob-
fervation ; which as T can make no great Account of, (o
neither do T utterly reject.

The Oune and Twentieth contains (ome Inftances of the.
Strange Effeéts of a kind of Fear or Terror, called by the
Sicilians, Scanto; the like to which, excepting thofe [
{ufpe&t to be fabulous, are fometimes occafioned by
Frights with us. He difcourfesin this Obfervation con-
cerning the inward Ule of Canmtharides;, and tells us,
That in the upper Hungary they give them to Men bit-
ten by a Mad Dog, from One to Five, and tobeafts in
a greater Quantity, in Spirit of Wine, Theriaea or
Crums of Bread 3 and that after the Uié of them, thofe
bitten do not make bloody Urine. Others affirm that
they are of much Ule in the Gonorrhea. He tells us,
That all the Phyfitians and Aromatarii he had confulted,
agree in condemning the inward Ule of them.  But yer,
after all, he predics, That Cantharides will have the
fame Fate with Mercury and Antimony, which after va-
rious Cenfures and Oppofitions, at lalt found Credit
with thofe very Phyfitians which at firft defamed them,
and abhorred the Ufe of themasdangerous and Mifchie-
vous.

The Title of the Two and Tweniieth is concerning
Obftru&ions, Flatufes, Intemperies of the Liver, and a
Periodical Polvalus or Twifting of the Guts.

The Three and Twentieth is concerning regular Peri-
ods of the Ague and other Difeafes ; here he difcourfes of
the Root Napuz, celebrated by Zho. Bartholine f(n&3 the

ure.
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Cure of the Colick in Norwey. He obferves that the
Notes of Zmperatoriamajor G. B. agree very nearly with
thofe of Nuput, mentioned by Bartholine; and judges
it to be the lame.

The VFour and Twentieth prefents us with curious
A&tions of fome Animals. And the Five and Twentieth
with extraordinary and curious Effe&s of fome Plants,
One 1 fhall menticn, If with the Flowers of Fraxinela
we touch other Flowers, as Roles, Viclets, Gillyflowers,
Orange-Flowers ; Thefe, although they be Odoriferous,
fuddenly lofe their natural Scent, and affume that of the
Fraxinella.

The Six 2and Twentieth is concerning the extravagant
and prodigious Efflavia of fome Plants and fome Ani-
mals.

The Seven and Twentieth about various curious Ef-
fe&s produced by Nature.

The Eight and Twentieth treats of the Bees of the
Eyblean Mountains in Sicily, and thofe of other Provig-
ces, wherein ! find little buc what is to be met with in
Books written concerning this Subjeét.

The Niae and Twenticth gives an Account of the
Pitch of Caftro, well known in the Ecclefiaftick State,
famous for its medicinal Vertues, and experienced for the
Cure of wany Difeafes. Tt is found in the Campagna of
Rome, ifluing out of the Cracks or Fiffures of a Moun-
tain above the Village of €affro, Ten Miles diftant from
the City of Peroli, belonging to the Houfe of Colonna,
and Sixty from Rome. Here he mentions feveral {orts of
Bituminous Oyls, and Pitches found in other Countries;
there being fcarce any Province in Europe, in which
there are not found of them.

The Thirtieth exhibits a Defcription of the Macalul;
of Sicily, which is a certain Place near Agrigentum, where
there isa continual Fermentation, and vifible bubling up

of
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of the Superficies of the Earth, which at times fwellsand
rifes up a Yard high in the Form of a little Hill, and
finks again in a ftrange maaner, &c. To this he adds
feveral Stories of Eruptions of Vapours and Fumes out
of the Earth, divers of them mortiferous: And Two
Letters, the Firft about Petroleans, found in the Stacc of
Modena, and a Porags, whick eftentimes in 2 Year vo-
mits ovt Smoak, Flame, and an Afh-colowed flinking
Lome or Mud.. The Second about an Oyl or Balfom
found in a Well near Piterdo in ftaly.

The One and Thirtieth gives an Account of the Oyl
of Juniper; and the Naturai Productions of the Territo-
ry of the Duke of Parma.

The Two and Thirticth concerns the Gloffopetre of
Malta, and other formed Stores, concerning the Origis
nal and Formation of whicli he embraces the Opinion of
Columna, Steno and Scilla, that they were really the Parts
or Covers of thofe Animals which they reprefent. He
anfwers the principal Objection againft this Opinion,
viz. thofc Clufters and Lumps of Leaticular Stones of a
Saffron Colour amafied together, which are frequent-
ly found in Malta, and of which we have fome very ele-
gant ones; which feem to be the Minera or Ovarium of
thofe Bodies they call Serpents Eyes; thefe he fuppofes
may be the Eggs of fome Fifh, which produces or breeds
them in a littje Ciftula or Bag; by which means they
come to be united together in fuch Lumps; which is the
beft Anfwer to this Objecion I have yet met with ; if
at leaft there be any Fith which produces her Eggs in
{fuch a Manner, ,

"Che Three and Thirtieth is about the Alternations of
a certain Well near Chambery in Savoy, much refembling
thie Vicifficudes of our Ebbing and flowing Well at Gig-
glefwick in Zorkfbire,

I To
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T'o this he adds feveral Examples of Wells which flow
at ccrtain Seafons of the Year, as the Crotta of S. Epipha-
nius at Famagufta i Cyprus: Ore at Suffenage near the
City of Grenoble in France: A (mall Well 1n the Pro-
vince of Lionois, by the Way fide which leads to Gadi-
ano, where the Petroleum is gotten, which runs now one
way, now another, contrary to the North and South-
Winds.

The Four and Thirtieth is a Philofophick Converfati-
on ccntaining {iveral Conferences about Natural and Me-
dicinal Mayrers. ‘The Firft concerning the Pleurifie :
The Second concerning Womens Vapours, or the Suffo-
catio (terina : 'The Third concerning the Cancer in Wo-
mens Breafts : The Fourth concerning Chirurgical Helps
for Wounds, Tumours, Strokes, and Pains: The Fifth
concerning certain Medicinal Matters.

“The Five and Thirtieth exhibits fome Vertues and
Ulfes of divers common and neglected Plants, which
grow in almoft all Countries.

" The Six and Thirtieth gives an Account of the various
{orts of Cheefe, and fome other Milk Meats, made in
Italy and other Places.

The Seven and Thirtieth is a Dilcourfe of Foan Bap-
tifta Hodierna concerning the hanging of Cloudsin the
Air, and of Snow, &ec. ‘

"The Eight and Thirtieth is an Account of a Simpling
Voyage of Jobn Baptifta Triumphetti, Botanick Lectu-
ver in the Sapienza of Rome, and Demonflrator of Simples
in the Phy(ick-Garden there ; in which Voyage he gives
an Acccunt of the Sulphur-Mine at So/fatara, and the
Manner of diftilling Sulphur out of it. 2. Of the ma-
king of Iron, of the Furnace where it is melted, and the
Forge where it is harnmerd, declaring the manger of
both. 3. Of the Mine and Preparation of Rech Allom
near Rome.

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Moft of the following Obfervations are about the Na-
ture and firft Impreffion of Coral, and other Lithophyta,
Fuci, & Mufci Marmi, Antipathesand Sponges, of which
forts of Bodies he gives us the Defcription of feveral
Species: The original of divers Marine Produ&ions, and
other imperfet Plants, as Fuci, Corallines, Zoophytes,
Mufbromes; ard the like; with the Defcriptions and Fi-
gures of feveral Species of thefe Bodies.  Several Sorts
of the Pietra Stellaria or Aftroites. Laftly, he adds a
Difcourfe concerning Mufhromes. '

The Two and Fortieth and Four and Fortieth Obfer-
vations we have alteady given an Account of in the Ab-
{traéx of his other Book.

The Three and Fortieth Oblervation is avout the Tur-
choifes of the New Rock, which are artificial Stones
ghymically prepared ; the Manner of Preparation fee

ere.

This Work contains great Variety of Matter, and a
multitude of Medicines, fimple and compound, for al-
moft all Difeafes and Infirmities. The Author fhews
himfelf to be a Man of great Candor and lngenuity, {peak-
ing evil of no Man, nor detra@ing from any ; without
Emulation giving a fair Charadter of every one that de-
ferves it, and that rather beyond than fhort of their
Merit, according to the exceflive Civility of his Nation.

2. An Account of Paradifus Batavus, continens plus cen-
tum plantas,@c. withadditional Remarks by Mr.Jobx
Ray, F.R.S.

’ HE learned and much celebrated Herbarift Dr.Pax!
 Hermans, Author of this Work, whofe Name
alone js fufficient to recominend it to the ingenious Reader,
defigned therein to give us the Hiftory of fuch rare and
now-defcript Plants, as well Exropean as Indian, as weve
coltivated either in publick Phyfick-Gardens, or thofe of
I2 private
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private curiousPerfons, inand about Holand ; aswe fee
now accordingly performed.  Of fomeof thofe he pre-
{ents us with both Defcriptions and Figures, of others
with Defcriptions only, and of others which had been
before deferibed, but not delineated with Figures, refer-
1ng us for their Deleriptions to their firlt Authors. Of
the firt Kind, this Work contains more than an Hundred
Species, digefted ia an Alphabetical Order.  The Au-
thor intended a Second and Third Century, for which
he had prepared Matcrials, having canfed many mere
Plants to be drawn by Hand, which are not as yet en-
graven, a Catalogue whereof the Editor hath added co
the end of the Book, which it were to be defired, fome
Publick-fpiriced Perfons or Societics would be at the
Charge of cutting in Brafs, that fo great a Treafure be
not wholly {upprefled and loft.

All char I fhall or need fay of this Picce is, That the
Delcripticns are very accurate, and fufficient alone to
lead us into a certain and unerring Knowledge of the
Plants deferibed, and withal concife, and not encumbred
with {uperfluous and unneceffary Stufl, which obfcures
rather than illuftrates; and that the Icons are anfwerable
to the Deferiprions, not needing their Affiftance to give
us a certain Idea of the Species they reprefent ; to whizh
I may add, thatthey are (0 exaltly delineated and curi-
oufly engraven, that for their Elcgancy alone, they may
invite the Curious in Sculpture to purchafe the Book.

But befide the Subject of the Werk, that is; the De-
[cripticns of the more rare Plants therein contained, the
Author givesus fome remarkable Obfervations by the by,
asp. 19, ®c. Anexalt Divifion of Mallows, or Malva-
ceous Plants 5 which he diftirguithes into Two Kinds ;
1. Sucli as bear naked Sceds. 2. Such as bear Seeds
enclofcd in Cafes or Viffels.  To this laft kind he appro-
prutes the Name of Althza, referring the commen 4l-

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thea of the Shops to Malva, {:itly {o called. I zhink
it bad been more proper, to avoid Confufion and Miftake, to
bave left in quiet Poffeflion of the Name Alihza, the Plant
on which it was impofed by the Ancients, by which that
Plant is denoted in all the Writings of Herbarifts and Phy.
fitians, Ancient and Modern ; and impofed a new Name
on the Indian Mallow, as Monfiear Tourcefore hath done,
viz. Ketmia. Such as bear naked Seeds he divides into
Malve in Specie {0 called, and Alcew. The Notes of
Maiva he conflitutes, Many naked {emilunary Seeds,
difpsied in the Form of a Rundie or Placenta; a double
Calix divided into Eight Segments or more, as it were
into {o many Leaves; Flowers made up of Five Leaves
or Petala, joined at the bottom, and a Stile in the Middle,
furnitbed with many Apices ; or inftead of {uch Style,
made up of many Leaves [ Petala ;] fimple Leaves, alter-
nately fituate, either roundifh or oblong, either entire
and undivided, or divided but not deeply. Thole called
by the Name of Alcea are, he faith, of Two Kinds. Theole
of the firft Kind agree in their principal Parts with Mal-
lows, [ Malve] only their Stalks and Leaves are fome-
what more rough, and thefe divided into narrower and
deeper Laciniz or Jags. Their Flowers have no Petala in
the middle, but a Style with many Apices proceeding
fometimes fingly, fometimes many tog:ther out of the
Bofoms of the Leaves. Thofe of the latter Kind have
naked Triangular Seeds, Five for. the moft part, rarely
more or fewer, clofe joined together into a Head [Capi-
tulum) cicher of a fmooth Surface, or echinated aficr the
manner of Xanthium. Their Calices are divided into
Five Segments, their Flowers like thoft of the precedent
Kind, bat lefs, their Leaves either entire only nicked in
the Edges, re{zmbling the Leaves of Hornbeam, Elm or
Mulberry, or divided lefs or more deeply into Lobes :
Thofe of the Second Kind, or Indian Mallows, which

he
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he calls by the Name of Althes, bring forth Seeds ci-
ther angulofe or round, in Veflels divided into Five Cells,
more or fewer, of different Form and Magnitude; ha-
ving malvaceous Flowers and Calyces ; leaves alternate-
ly fituate, fome whole, fome divided into Lobes, {ome
deeply laciniated.

Another Remark he gives us concerning the Plants,
called by the diftint Names of Apocyna or Dogsbanes,
Afclepias’s or Swallow-worts, and Neria or Rofe-bayes,
which Three he reduces to one Kind ; the Charalteriftic
whereof he makes Siligue, or Cods of one Piece, open-
ing long-ways, and containing Sceds piled one upon ano-
ther imbricatim, each having a long appendant Filament
of Down. For. whereas fome make the Difference be-
tween thefe to be, that the Swallow-worts have fingle
Cods fucceeding each Flower, but the Dogs-banes and
Nerias or Rofe-bayes double; and that the Neria are
fhrubby or arborefcent Plants, containing a Limpid or
Yellowifh Juice, whercas the 4pocyna yicld a Milk: ‘He
fhews that thefe Notes are not proper to one Kind, but
agree promifcuoufly to all the reft.- For fometimes the
Swallow-worts bear fingle Cods; be might have faid al-
ways according tothe Iutention of Nature; and on the cons
trary, the Apocyna do not always bear double Cods, but
{fomerime folitary or fingle.  Neither doth Nerium only
grow up to the Magnirude and Starure of a Tree, or
contain a limpid yellow Juice, but alfo fome forts of Apo-
vyna ; neither doth Swallow-wort only vield a limpid
watry Juice, but {ome forts of Apocyna alfo. Befides
though this Juice in Swallow-wort be limpid in the be-
ginning of Summer, yet towards Autamn it grows thick
and Milky ; as Fab. Columna hath obferved. OF thefe
Apocyna, which are very numerous, he gives us a Cata-
logue, containing botl thofe obferved by himfelf, aad
thofe deferibed by others, which he diitinguifhes into
Two Kinds, 1. Eret: 2. Scandent. 3. He
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3. He gives us an Enumeration of {uch Plants as may
be comprehended under the general Name of Arow, the
Charackeriftick whereof he makes to be a Bacciferous
Plant, having a monopetalows cucallate Flower ; whereof
there are Four forts called by the Names of Aron, Arifa-
rum, Dracontium and Colocafia. Arifarum dillers from
Arum in being lels and flenderer in all its parts.  Coloca-
fia from both, in having fimooth, umbilicate Leaves,
without any Spots; the Foot-flalk inferted not in, the
end, but in the middle of the Lecaf, after the manner of
the Cotolydonei ; Flowers {ometimes fingle, fometimes
more than one proceeding out of the fame folliculate
Foot-ftalk ; a Style thicker and fhorter than 4ron, and
terminating in a flender Point.  Dracontiam differs from
Arum and the reft, in having a Leaf deeply laciniated or
divided into many Jaggs.
